If we were to undertake a seriqus
criticiem of movies as they move, it
would be directed against their unnat-
uralness, their infidelity to the funda-
mental impules and unchangeable se-
quences of real life, and the false edu-
cation of audiences resulting therefrom.

Buch things do not often happenm in
life; they ocecur so frequently in the
movies that young men and girls are
in danger of recelving and accepting
wholly false ideas @f human rela-
tions” with irrevocable and inescapa-
ble moral laws. Too many utterly
bad things are condoned on the
screen; the natural progress of char-
acter, good or bad, is too often per-
verted. The result, so far as imma-
ture minds is concerned, can be only
a distorted and untrue conception of
the values of life and conduct. It is
to correct this trend that criticlsm
should be directed, in our opinion.
