THEATER DISASTER
AFFEGTS BUILDING

Local Plans More Carefully
Inspected and Issuance of
Permits Impeded.

Building of all types of structures
in the District of Columbla has been
slowed up perceptibly because of the
Knickerbocker Theater collapse, rec-
ords in the office of the municipal
bullding inspector show.

About fifty building operations have
been held up pending a close inspec-
tion of plans and specifications sub-
mitted by the architects and con-
tractors, with the result that f{ssu-
ance of permits on minor buildings
has in turn been impeded. *

In spite of the fact that the present
force in  the inspector’s office has
been working overtime to clear up
the accumulation of applications, the
inspection work is about a week be-
kind schedule, it is understood.

Only seven permits for construc-
tion enterprises inveolving an invest-
ment of $1,000 or more were granted
the past week by Inspector Healy's
office.

'PLANS TO RAISE MILLION
TO AID HOME BUILDERS

Ralph P. Stoddard Outlines to Cod-
vention Proposal Under Considera-
tion by Brick Industry.

Plans for raising $1,000,000 to aid
home builders are under considera-
tion by the brick industry, according
to an announcement by Ralph P. Stod-
dard, at the annual convention of
brick manufacturers in St. Louis re-
cently.

The brick interests also are pushing
a new and economical method of
bricklaying, so that homes of this
material may be constructed more
cheaply, he asserted.

“During the past two years brick
manufacturers have been working out
new methoeds of using brick so brick
homes can be built at low cost. The
first development was the “ideal
wall"—a hollow wall of hlalul brick—
now being used from one ‘end of the
cowmtry to the other, he stated. “Due
to #his new wall, thousands of houses
are going up in brick whieh .would
otherwise have been built less per-
manently, Building codes in a hun-
dred cities recognize this lower cost
construction, a remarkable record for
one Year.

“But the brick industry would go
further,” continued Stoddard. *“Under
the new financial =scheme and re-
sponsible head of a family of good
character who desires to own his
home will be aided from a central
million-dollar fund subscribed by the
industry. Each loan must be approved
by the local brick manufacturer and
by a rseponsible local bank or build-
ing and loan association, which lat-
ter will have the actual handling of
the money. This loan,” he said, “will
help fill the gap between the amount
normally loaned on construction and
the cost of the house. -

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AGENT MUST SEE
BUYER'S VIEWPOINT

Warren Says Home Buying
So Important in Man’s Life,
Hesitancy Is Natural.

Real cstate salesmen, in order to
make a success at their bhusiness,
must credit the prospective home
purchaser with belng natural, accord-
ing to H. K. Warren, local advertis-
ing man, who has written a treatise
in this connectlion.

“Every once in a while,” Mr. Warren
states, “a salesman gets off on the

wrong foot with a prospect because,
in Lis Instinctive eagerness to make
a sale, he falls to appreciate the men-
tal condition of a person about to
buy a house.”

“Here is Mr. Average Man: To be
frank, he's rather a decent fellow
(the chances are that he turns to the
sporting page or the comic strip as
soon &8 he picks up his newspaper);
he ie earning about $3,000 a year, and,
due chiefly to the fact that a wife and
two children are satisfactory, but ex-
pensive associates, he has saved only
about $1,000.

Big Matter to Purchaser.

“Before he comes to You as & pros-
pect he is convinced of the wisdom
of buying & home, but he has never
bought & home hefore and he never
expects to buy another; he is about
to make one of the most serious de-
cislons of his lifetime. Of course, it
is & small material matter to you—
just about %170 commission—bat 1o
him it means all he has been able 1o
save and, in addition, obligating him-
self to pay some thousands of dollars
in regular installments.

“So he cannot afford to make a8
mistake; he must think of what is
best for his wife and children, and
he must consider his wife's desires;
he must be sure that the house i= ar-
ranged to his family's taste and that
it is built of substantial material; he
ought to be sure of the neighbor-
hood, and he should give some
thought to whether or not he can get
his money out of the house if an
emergency compels him to sell
There are a thousand and one ques-
tions that are natural to any man in
such circumstances.

Must Adopt Buyer's Viewpoint.

*“That is your buyer's position and
it is a position to which he has a
distinct right. If vou are to sell him
and keep him sold, you will have to
step into his shoes and think with
him, rather than against him. Selling
is not a contest of wits, it is the proc-
ess of causing 8 man to see that
your house is the one house that best
fills his need.

“When a salesman has learned to
keep his prospect’s attitude in mind.
he is not going to be impatient at
elight delays in the propspect's de-
cision and he is not going to be dis-
couraged because he feils to con-
vince the prospect immediately.
Above all, he {s not going to let any
impatlence show in his manner. On
the contrary, he is going to work per-
sistently to answer right every ques-
tion in that prospect's mind, that is,
if he is the salesman who is going to
make th«- sale.”
