
WOULD GIVE EDUCATION BOARD
ENTIRE CONTROL OF SCHOOLS

Supt. Ballou, Before Congressional Com-
I mittee, Protests Divided Authority.

Refers to Curtailed Appropriations.
Complete authority over all matters)

pertaining to the schools should be cen- j
tered In the board of education. Supt.
Ballou of the public schools yesterday I
afternoon told the joint congressional
committee investigating the school sit- j
nation here.

'

"All of the school business should be
handled by the board of education," said
Dr. Ballou. "and then the board should
l>e held fully responsible for the schools
and everything in them.
"The board of education and school

officials do not now possess the author¬
ity which they sliould have if they are
to be held responsible for the educa¬
tional system." lie continued.
"As long as the board of education

<loes not control the finances of the
schools it cannot control education as
It should.
Telia What Happened to EKtinuiteft.
Dr. Baliou described what had hap¬

pened to the estimates prepared by t'.ie
board of education for the schools for
the coming: fiscal year, and said that it
showed how the board was clipped of
authority. The board, he said, had sent
to the District Commissioners school es¬
timates that totaled something over
510.000.000. The board had carefully
pruned these estimates before submit¬
ting them. They covered what the board
considered essential to the proper main¬
tenance and development of the school
cystem.
The District Commissioners. Dr. Bal¬

lou said, lopped $2,500,000 off these es¬
timates. The estimates then went to the
bureau of the budget, which cut them
dowh another $300,000, and finally the
>louse appropriation committee cut the
estimates down $800,000 more. So the
school items in the District appropria¬
tion bill, as it passed the House, totaled
only $6,846,000.
Dr. Ballou's testimony was given at

the final hearing of the joint committee
on the school situation. Unless it is
found necessary to take additional testi¬
mony. the joint committee will close the
investigation and draft its report for
submission to Congress.

Outlines Constructive Program.
Dr. Ballou«went over in some detail

for the joint committee the construc¬
tive program for the school system
liere which the board of education
formally approved last December, and
"which has been discussed with many
of the civic organizations. It provides
for expenditures of $10,000,000 for
"buildings, etc., covering a period of
live years, to bring the housing of the
pupils up to what it should be. It
provides for a new salary scale for
the school teachers, in accordance
"with the bill recently introduced in
the Senate by Sepator Capper of Kan¬
sas; for the readjustment of the ad¬
ministrative staff, with a business
manager who shall be an assistant
superintendent; increases in the medi¬
cal inspection staff, and more play¬
grounds.

Dr. Ballou told the joint committee
that forty-four new classrooms were
opened in September of last year, but
that they did not begin to meet the
requirements of the increased school
population. He said it Tfc*ould have
taken 183 new classrooms to meet the
situation then, and and it would re-

i quire 505 new classrooms in 1922.
Dr. Ballou also discussed the new

Junior high school buildings, now
being appropriated for. He said
that the estimates for these build¬
ings had been $5«o,000, but that
Congress was providing only $300,-
l>0fc each. Buildings erected fori
these sums, he said, would not even
accomodate the pupils now ready to
go into them, without taking into
consideration any future growth. He
said it was short-sighted policy.
The board of education, he said, had
done everything possible in the way
of eliminating costs in the construc¬
tion of these buildings, and he be¬
lieved that if $400,000 were allowed
for each building.with these econo¬
mies.it would be possible to put up
buildings which would meet the
present needs.

Senator King Assents.
Senator King of. Utah agreed that

It would be economy to construct
buildings of adequate size to meet
the needs, rather than to build other
buildings later.
The need of more edquate pay for

the teachers in the public schools
^vas emphasized particularly by Dr.
Ballou, who said that under present
conditions the District stands at the
foot of a list of forty cities when
the highest salaries paid in the ele¬
mentary schools are taken into con¬
sideration. He said that the schools
here should pay salaries which would
be an inducement to bring the best
teachers in the country to the capital
city.
After stressing the need of a new

arrangement of the administrative
staff, which, with other things, would
provide for a business manager. Dr.
Ballou pointed out the great need of
a new compulsory school attendance
law and of a school census. He said
that children have lived in Washing¬
ton for two or three years and never

have attended school, just because
there was no census of children of a
school a*?e. He urgred the passage of
the bill pending before the Senate for
this new law.

I>r. Dallou said the District has 154
school buildings. There is need of
money to make the repairs on these
buildings to keep them from deterio¬
ration. He said that $200,000 was
provided, although the schools had
estimated that $422,000 would be
needed.
He told the committor that assembly

halls, which could be used also as
gymnasiums, were greatly needed.
After Dr. Kallou's discussion of the

need of giving the board of education
full authority in regard to school
matters, and ample appropriations.
Senator King suggested that the
times are not normal and that it was
necessary to economize wherever pos¬
sible. To this Dr. Ballou replied that
it was poor economy to reduce school
funds below a point where an ef¬
ficient system of education could be
maintained.

Cites Flan (or Branch Libraries.
The superintendent called to the

attention of the joint committee the
co-operative plan entered into by the
board of education and the board of
trustees of the I'ublic Library, where¬
by branch libraries are to be estab¬
lished in a number of the schools, for
the use of the children and also, for
the people who live in the neighbor¬
hood. At hi3 suggestion Dr^ George
K. Bowerman. librarian of the Public
library, submitted the plan in detail
to the committee and pointed out the
value of this work. Dr. Bowerman
called attention, in his statement, to
the fact that so far there has been
provision made for only one branch
library in the metropolitan district,
and that in cities of a similar size a
dozen or fifteen branches would be
found. He laid stress upon the value
of the education obtained through
use of libraries, and said that the
branch libraries and stations main¬
tained in the schools would do a
great amount of good.
Four members of the board of edu¬

cation, Mrs. Howard L. Hodgkins,
acting president; James T. Lloyd, Mrs.
Susie Root Rhodes and William F.
Houston, were present and gave to
the§committee suggestions regarding
the schools. Mrs. Rhodes, who is
head of the municipal playgrounds
as well as a member of the board of
education, told of the co-operation
between the municipal playground
administration and the schools for
the benefit of the children.
Dr. Ballou was questioned by Sen¬

ator King as to the co-operation of
the community centers and whether
the centers were a hindrance to the
schools. Dr. Ballou replied that he
considered the community centers
were doing excellent work.
' Colored School* Represented.
Mr. Houston, a colored member of

the board, told the joint committee
that he believed the estimates for the
colored schools had been pared tbo
greatly by the Commissioners, bureau
of the budget and the House. He
said that 31 per cent of the school
population of the District was col¬
ored. The estimates as submitted by
the board of education had been
per cent for the colored schools and
73 per cent for the white. The pro¬
portion had been cut, however, until
as the bill passed the House the pro¬
portion was 90 per cent for the white
schools and 10 per cent for the col¬
ored. The figures, he said, had reter-
ence to school! buildings. He urged
the need of granting all the appro¬
priations needed by the white schools
as well as those needed by the col¬
ored schools.

The assistant superintendent tor
colored schools. Garnet C. W llkinson,
gave strong indorsement to the pro-
posed compulsory educaton
the bill for free text books for high
school pupils, to the plan for junior
hieh schools and other -recommenda¬
tions of the board of education.

MRS. CARUSO, CONVERTED
TO SPIRITUALISM, JOINS
SET TO ATTEND SEANCES
NEW YORK, February 18..-Mrs.

Enrico Caruso, widow of the Metro¬
politan Opera star, today announced
that she was interested in spiritual¬
ism, and had enrolled in a small
group of society and stage people
who have been attending various
seances in the last few weeks.
"At th* first meeting the medium

hadn't the least idea who! I was,"
she declared, "and he said: *1 «see
somebody asleep, and there is a
chapel, and a priest, and a nun. I
also see a cross. Don't worry.'"
Mrs. Caruso interpreted this to

mean the chapel where her husband
rests in Naples. It is being cared for
by members of a religious order, and
the cross is the small cross of her
rosary which she had placed upon
her husband's body.
"I am not seeking any message

from the dead," she exclaimed, "but
I have become tremendously inter¬
ested in the subject in purely an im¬
personal manner."
Then she told of once witnessing

"a remarkable exhibition" by a
young man, whom she described as a
rather sickly youth, who gave one
a "peculiarly weird feeling," com¬
pounded partty of interest and partly
of repugnance. He sat upright in a
chkir, she said, and when approach-

, ing a trance his eyes rolled back¬
ward in their sockets, his body be¬
came rigid and jerky and he talked
in the Choctaw dialect.

NEW DELAYFACED
IN OPENjNGSCHOOL
Eastern High Will Not Be
Ready February 1, 1923,

| Unless $375,000 Provided.
Opening of new Eastern High

School, planned for February 1 next,
will again be necessarily postponed
to September, 1923, unless an appro¬
priation of $375,000 for equipping the
new building Is provided in the pend¬
ing deficiency bill. Charles Hart,
principal of the school, told members
of the Home and School Association
of Eastern High School at a meeting
last night in the auditorium of the
school.
All but approximately *100,000 of

the original appropriation of J1.500,-
000 for building and equipping the
new high school has been expended,
Mr. H&rt said, while the remaining
sum Is needed for putting the grounds
in condition, grading the athletic
field, inclosing the grounds and build¬
ing a stadium.

Much Equipment Needed.
Mr. Hart declared no funds are

available for lockers, manual training
equipment, rifle range, lunchroom,
laundry, gymnasiums, assembly hall,
public library, school library, bank,
office training and typewriting equip¬
ment, domestic science equipment, all
laboratory equipment other than
furniture, domestic science equip¬
ment anad domestic art equipment.
No provision, he said, is made for

janitor service and unless provided
for in the pending deficiency bill, it
would be impossible to open the new
building on February 1, 1923. the date
planned. On the other hand, he em¬

phasized, it is useless to provide for
janitor service unless an additional
appropriation is made for equipment.

Contractor Hm Agreed.
"The contractor has definitely

agreed to have the erection of the
new Eastern High School completed
December 1. 1922," said Mr. Hart.
"Unless provision for the above is
made in the pending deficiency bill
for the necessary equipment, it will
be impossible to open the new build¬
ing before S eptember, 1923. The need
for immediate action is imperative."

equip the (Chool will be made by the
following committee, appointed by
Arthur Pobb. president of the asso¬
ciation: Javid Babp, chairman; Mrs.

Made One Radical Chamge.
Mr. Harris said he made but one

radical change in the original plans
for the school. This change was
made to the entrance of the building
and will make.lt "safer and more
sensible," he declared.
The municipal architect said that

he eliminated another fire hazard at
the new Eastern by placing a dome in
the auditorium of the building, which
will supplant a considerable amount
of Inflammable stage scenery. Other¬
wise. he asserted, the aauditorium m
the new school will not differ essen¬
tially from the assembly halls at
Central or in other iriodern high
schools.

Expert 1.500 Papiln.
Althought school officials believe

the enrollment in the new Eastern
w-hen it formally opens will be in
the neighborhood of 1,500, Mr. Hkrris
pointed out that the seating capacity
of the auditorium, which includes a

balcony, will be about 1,200. It will
be impossible then. He declared, to
seat the entire student body at any
one time.
Subjects of vital Interests to par¬

ents and children were discusse.d by
members of the association and the
faculty of Eastern.

The successor to' Postmaster Gen¬

eral- Will Hays has been decided upon
by President Harding, It was learned
yesterday at.the White House. The
President, however, is not willing to
make hjs selection publlp yet, it is
understood. It was explained that Mr.
Hays had not'sent his official resig¬
nation to the White House, and until
this has been done, the name of the
successor will not be made known.
The date for the Postmaster Gen¬

eral's exodus from official life has
been set for March 4. Several men
have been urged on the President to
fill the vacancy, but no one has been
mentioned as a strong contender In
official circles, except Dr. Hubert
Work, now first assistant postmaster
general, who is believed to be the
logical choice.

acter oi these' "real red-blooded j
Americans," and begged the same

opportunities be given them as are

daily extended to latest arrived im¬
migrants from Kurope.

>>ed Touch of Culture.
"America has no bigger opportuni¬

ty than to assimilate theso rugged
people, who only need a little touch
Of culture to raise them to a stand¬
ard unequaied in this country, and
it is the duty of all schools, colleges
and churches to follow the example
set by Berea College in bringing!
them out of their wildernes* to the
first ranks of society." he said.
Dr. Day touched on the vast natural

resources of those sections of the j
country inhabited by peoples among
whom he works, and said that while
he had no criticism of the fact that
90 per cent of the productive re-
sources were controlled by outside in-
terests he did think that a little of
the wealth should be used to benefit
the natives.

3,000,000 Being Educated.
He gave statistics to show that more

than 3,000,000 mountaineers were
being educated at present, "in a crude
way, perhaps, nevertheless the effort
is bwng made." The speaker was given
a rising vote of thanks at the conclu-
sion of his addres:

lowing facts, vouched for by Mrs.
Watterson:

"Representative and Mrs. Harvey
M. Watterson were living at the Ex¬
change Hotel when, some months be¬
fore the birth of their son Henry,
they removed to the home of Mrs.
Nancy Brawner on Pennsylvania ave¬
nue near 3d street. There he was
born February 16, 1840."
The Sunday Star of January 22u9aid,in part:
"The Congressional Directory for

the twenty-sixth Congress shows that
the first session was from December
2, 1839, until July 21, 1840. Duringthat time Representative and Mrs.
Harvey M. Watterson lived at the
home of Mrs. Brawner on Pennsyl¬vania avenue between Jd and 3d
streets, where the big elm now stands,
opposite the Botanic Garden. As
Henry was bom on February 16
1840, it is .argued that he was born
at that address.'*-

$75 GLIMPSE LOWEST
PRICE FOR OBSERVERS
AT PRINCESS' WEDDING

LONDON, February 18..It will

cost some persons who can afford
to pay it the equivalent of $75 or
more for a glimpse of the royal
processions between Buckingham
Palace and "Westminster Abbey on
the day of Princess Mary's wed¬
ding. February 28.
Kidding for seats at windows or

on the roofs of buildings bankingthe processional route, about a
mile in length, is progressingbriskly. The vantage points most
coveted are those abc^ut parliament
square, adjacent to Westminster
Abbey, as these will afford a view
of the arrival and departure of the
wedding party.
Westminster hospital, oppositethe abbey, is counted the ..grand¬

stand" for the occasion. This hos¬
pital is in urgent need of funds.
The urgency will be lessened in a
degree by the readiness of scores
of people to pay generously for
accommodations.

U. S. TRADE BALANCE
PILED UPINK

Four Times Greater Than
Last Pre-War Year Despite

Import Decline.
The United States piled up in 1921

a world trade balance four times
greater than the last pre-war year,notwithstanding a decline of 52 per
cent in imports for 1S21 over 1920. the
Department of Commerce announced
today in a review of world trade con¬
ditions.
Exports for the year to European-

Mediterranean countries were $2,409,-
000,000, and more than half this total
was taken by the three western Euro¬
pean countries.England. France and
Belgium. About one-fifth went to
central Europe, Holland, Germany,Austria, Hungary. Czechoslovakia and
Switzerland, and one-eighth to the
western Mediterranean countries.
Spain, Portugal, Italy and North
Africa. Scandinavian countries took
$110.000,000* of American exports,while eastern Europe, Russia, includ¬
ing the Balkan states, Poland and
Finland took $52,000,000, and the Bal¬
kan and near east, Rumania, Jugo¬slavia, Greece, Turkey in Europe and
Asia, Egypt and Persia took $84,000,-
000.
Imports in 1921 from the European-Mediterranean region amounted to

$568,000,000. More than half of these
came from western Europe, central
Europe with $177,000,000 coming next,
and the western Mediterranean sec¬
tion ranking third with 197,000,000.
Imports from eastern Europe were
small, "as might be expected from
the general demoralization of pro¬
duction in that region as a result of
the war and from the fact that it is
primarily an agricultural region and.
therefore, has little to contribute to
the requirements of the United
States."
Exports to China last year were

$108,290,435. against $145,737,321 in
1920, and $24,872,745 in the pre-war
vear of 1913-1914. Exorts to Japan
last year were $233,423,679, against
$377,941,926 in 1920, and $51,205,520 in
1913-1914.
