
DISTRICT RENT BILL
IS REPORTED OUT

Senate to Act Early on Meas¬
ure to Extend Law

Two Years. x

The bill extending the life of the
District rent act for two more years
was reported formally to the Senate

today from the District committee by
Senator Pomerene of Ohio. It now

goes to the Senate calendar, and it is

the purpose of Senator Pomerene and

other supporters of the measure to

call it up for action at the earliest;
opportunity. The existing rent act

expires May 22. 1*22. and if it is to be

continued, action must be had on the

pending measure in the Senate and
the House before that date.
Senator Pomerene filed a written re¬

port favoring the passage of the bill.;
on the part of the committee. In his

report. Senator Pomerene said:

Text of Report.
.'Tour committee finds that the

rental conditions in the District ol

Columbia which prompted the enact-
mem of the original legislation, up-

proved October. 22. 1919. and the ex-

tension thereof as approved August
24. 1921. continue to exist, if they
have not grown worse. "\our com-

mittee is satisfied that if the present
law is permitted to expire rentals
will be unreasonably increased, .to the
serious detriment of the tenant class.

| "This statement applies to .botn
business and dwelling property. After
business property was withdrawn
from the jurisdiction of the rent com¬
mission rentals were, as your com¬
mittee believes, in very many in¬

stances extravagantly increased, and
excessive increases were frequently
demanded for apartments and dwell-

[ ings. and often where the tenant re-

L fused to accept these increases the
f landlords have refused to make leases,
awaiting the expiration of the rental

r act.
"Your committee believes that the

present legislation as proposed to be
amended carefully protects the inter-
e«r of both the landlord and tenant
class, and will expedite the hearings
«nd decisions both before the rent
commisision and the courts.

Change* Proposed.
"The principal changes in the. pres¬

ent law are as follows: .

"(a) The rent law is extended until
the 22d day of May. 1924.

"(b) The rental of business prop¬
erties, other than hotels, is returned
to the jurisdiction of the Rent Com¬
mission.

"(<*) The membership of The com¬

mission is increased to five members.
"(d) Two additional inspectors are

provided for.
"(e) Appeals from the Rent «Vn-

mission to the Supreme Court of the
District are authorized, instead of to
the Court of Appeals of the District.

"(f) The jurisdiction «»f th«- Munic¬
ipal Court for the recovery of ex¬
cess rents is extended so as to per¬
mit all suits to recover said rent be¬
fore the Municipal Court, notwith¬
standing the fact that the amount
involved may be in excess of $1,000.

-(g) The Rent Commission shail
not be required to pay costs or to
give bond in appeal.

"(h) Each. member of the commis¬
sion is authorized to conduct hearings
and receive evidence and certify the
same to the commission for final ac¬
tion.

ExpfMlve Rents Prevented.

"The committee believes that the
existence of the commission has been
a deterrent to the increase of rents
which, except for the commission,
would have been excessively in¬
creased.
"At the same time the business be¬

fore the commission has increased to
such an extent that with its present
force the members are not able to
hear and determine all cases as

rapidly as they should be heard and
determined, to the dissatisfaction of
both the landlord and tenant.
"We have therefore, provided for

an increase in the membership of
the commission to five, and have au-
thorized the members to conduct
hearings and recive» evidence and
make report thereof to the commis¬
sion as a whole, upon which its de¬
cisions shall be based. We also au¬
thorize the employment of two in¬
spectors to be appointed by the com¬
mission to aid them in investiga1 I
tions. In thi9 way your committee is
convinced that the commission can
better' and more speedily do the
¦work for which it was created.
"The docket of the Court o/ Ap¬

peals of the District is very much
crowded, and that fact has led to
and will continue to lead to un¬
necessary delays in the trial and
determination of rent cases. We
hare thought it advisable, therefore,
to provide for an appeal from the
decisions of the commission to the
United States Supreme Court of the
T>iaftriot instead of to the United
States Court of Appeals of the Dis¬
trict. and we give priority to these
hearings."

Nation Faces Calamity.
..Until the nature of the position

Is finally determined, consideration of
the prospects must be tentative, but
it is plain that if Lloyd George re¬

signs the coalition will pass into
history the moment his resignation
is accepted. It can only be succeed¬
ed, with the present composition of
the house of commons, by a unionist
ministry, whose principal function
would be to proclaim early dissolu¬
tion of parliament."
Xhe newspaper contends that if

such a ministry appealed to the
country it would inevitably be de¬
feated. and cites 'the recent by-
elections and other sii*ns to support
thin view, it maintains that even a
united coalition going to the polls
would have a hard fight against the
present co-operation of labor and in¬
dependent liberalism, while unionism,
standing alone, would not escape dis¬
aster.
"And in that disaster." the Tele¬

graph adds, "the whole nation would
be";pnvolved. Great Britain today is
in *o condition to survive the couse-
qtience of such a calamity as en¬
trance into offl«?e of a government
dominated by labor."

MEASURES OCEAN DEPTHS.
New Navy Device Makes Fine

Showing: During Tests.
A new device developed by the

Navy which makes it possible . to
measure ocean depths hitherto un¬
known and for navigators to take
soundings easily and as frequently as
they wish has proved effective in re¬
cent tests on the radio and sound ex¬
perimental ship Ohio.
The device, which is described as

simple, employs sound apparatus
similar to that developed for sub¬
marine detection during the war. the
principle being the creation of a
sound on shipboard and measuring
the time between this sound and the
return of its echo from the bottom of
ihe sea. The time interval, it was
said, can be obtained within one one-
thousandth of a second.

CORN REACHES STARVING.
First U. S. Shipment Arrives at

Tsaritsyn, Russia.

MOSCOW, March 1..The first of the

corn bought with the American con¬

gressional appropriation of $20,000,000
reached the actual starvation belt
when a trainload arrived at Tsaritsyn,
in the Saratov region, February 25,
according- to advices to American
Relief Administration headquarters
here.
Twenty-five trains from Novo-

rossy*k. on the Black sea, are now
moving: to the various hunger points.
Six ships have arrived at Novorossy.sk
and two at Odessa since February G,
and the unloading is proceeding satis¬
factorily. The steamship Eastern
Ocean. loaded with seed grain,
grounded near Novorossysk, but the
cargo was lightered.
The movement from the Baltic

ports of corn and of rations for the
starving children is being consider-
ably held up by the ice in the Kiel

I eapal, which prevents movement of
¦ships. i

Trade Union League Envoys

Ask President for Con¬
s'ructive Acts.

President Harding's support for
the workingwomen's positions in
favor of constructive laws for
women and against blanket legisla¬
tion for so-called "equal rights,"
which they claim would destroy the
legal industrial standards for women

in industry, was urged today by a

committee from the National
Women's Trade Union league when
It called on the President at the ex¬
ecutive office. i

It was pointed our to the President;
that "to destroy industrial laws fori
women merely because the same laws1
do not exist for men is to lower the
whole level of industry and is the same
kind of thing we would have been dolrig
had we sought to deprive men of suf-
fruge because women did not have it.

Want I pward ItevUIon.
Mrs. Raymond Robins of Chicago,

president of the league, who headed
the eoinmittee. in presenting the mat¬
ter before the executive, said: "We
want an upward, not a downward, re¬
vision of women's laws, and this can

only be had by specific measures to
[remove, specific discriminations against
women not blanket legislation,
which, in order to help some women.
strikes into the very lives and liveli-
hood of millions."

ton Canada obtained, by the volun¬
tary action of the United States, many
of the things she wanted under the
1911 reciprocity act. but the deter-
mination of tiie republican party to
pass the Fordney bill has changed the
whole face of things. |

Canadian I*nrcha«e* Heavier.
Under the 1011 reciprocity act. fori

instance, as well as under the Under¬
wood-Simmons law. cattle, sheep,
wheat, corn and maize, potatoes,
fresh milk and cream were duty free.
Under the Fordney bill, substantial
duties are to be imposed on the ad-
mission of every one of these*]
products, antf the items which are
dutiable under the Underwood law j
but which were to have been ad-
mitted free under the reciprocity act
are all to have a higher dutv.
Canada today buys one dollar and

a half of American goods for everv
dollar bought from Canada by the
"L nited States. The Canadian gov-
erament believes a trade relation
a3 valuable as that deserves recipro-
cal treatment. Until now men like
Samuel McCall of Massachusetts, who
had charge of the reciprocity bill in
the House of Representatives, have
said that "after the rebuff in 1011
the initiative will have to proceed
from Canada."

mission will succeed depends upon
whether the agricultural bloc is will-
Ingr to stand by the republican
doctrine of Taft and McKinley.

NEW TRADE PACT SOUGHT.

Canada Sees Business Revival if!
Fielding's Visit Succeeds.

TORONTO. March 1..The Toronto,'

Globe, a strong supporter of the gov-
ernment. today published the follow-
ing dispatch from its Ottawa corre-
spondent relative to conferences in
Washington by William S. Fielding
minister of finance, over the possibil¬
ity of a trado reciprocity agreement
between Canada and the United

"The yH.it of Hon. W. S. Fielding
to Washington has aroused more in¬
terest in Ottawa than am- other item
of news ill months. Men of all parties
realize that if the minister of finance
can bring about any trade arrange¬
ment with the United States by which
Canadian farm products can enter
that country unpenalized by a heavy
duty- he will effect a real political
coup. Such an accomplishment, it is
recognized here, would stimulate busi¬
ness as nothing else couli do at the
present time.
"Even after discussion today there

are grave doubts if the reciprocity
pact of 1S11 is still on the statute
books of the United States. A ruling
from Washington will have to be ob¬
tained on this subject, and possibly
Mr. Fielding, who will return Thurs¬
day, has this ruling in his poclret." |

Electric Company' Wants
Present Charges to Remain

Until Court Ruling.
Continuation of the present rates

for current was asked by the Potomac
Electric Power Company at a public
hearing before the Public Utilities
Commission today.
The present rate for current to pri-

vate homes is 8.07a cents per kilowatt
hour. The customer actually pays 10
cents per hour, the difference being
set aside by the company pending a

decision by tlie L'nited States Supreme
Court on the value of the company's
property.
There is now more than $2,500,000

in the* impounded fund, ami it is es¬
timated that the sum will be $3,000,-
.»uo when the final decision is ren¬
dered. if the commission's valuation
of the power plant is sustained that
vast sum will be distributed among
thousands of electric users. If the
company's estimate of the plant's
value in sustained th** entire amount
impounded belongs to the company.

Few .Material Change*.
At the opening of the hearing this

morning the company presented a

petition stating that since the last
order was issued "few material
changes have occurred in operating
conditions, and no such changes are

expected to occur during the present
year. In view thereof, the petitioner
asks that its petition of July, 11)21, be
taken and treated as and equivalent
to a response or answer to the notice
of the commission filed herein, and
that the detailed statements and evi¬
dence introduced at hearings hereto¬
fore held be made a part hereof."
The company, in concluding its peti¬

tion, asks that present rates for cur¬
rent be continued until the Supreme
Court of the United States has ruled
upon the value of the power property.

Steady Growth of Company.
"William F. Ham, president of the

power company, took the stand and
presented a number of exhibits to
show the steady growth of the com-I
pany and expansion of equipment in
recent years. I

One statement showed 149.000.000!
kilowatt hours of current generated
and only 111.200,000 hours sold dur-
ing the year. I
Commissioner Kudolph asked Mr.

Ham if the difference of 38,000,000]
kilowatt hours represented current
lost. Mr. Ham replied that it did,
but said that was not an unusual
loss. There will always be a loss in
transmission, he continued, but that
waste can be kept down by due care.

Cnnnot Kxtimate HuMinem*.
Mr. Ham told the cotnission he was

unable.to comply with its request for!
an estimate of tlie anticipated volume!
of business to be done by the com-

pany during 1022.
"Then you leave the commission to

form its own conclusions and act ac-

cordingly." said Col. Keller.
Mr. Ham replied that he did,

not want the commissioners to
think that he took his stand because
of a desire to withhold information.
lie said he could not make such an
estimate that he would be willing to
rely upon himself and therefore,
would not pass such an estimate on to
the commission. j
President Ham lodged protest once!

more against the policy of the com¬
mission in refusing to allow utilities!
to charge income tax to operating
expenses. I
In summing up his plea for contin-

uation of present rates, Mr. Ham de¬
clared that the service rendered by!
the Potomac Klectric Power Company
was of such a high character that
complaints were rare, except in re-

gard to errors on bills.

he based upon the principle of equal-
ity of opportunity," lie continued.
"The school system of 19:!t will

frankly avail itself of intelligence!
tests to determine that point in the
scale of intelligence below which fia-
tive endowment is so slight that ef¬
fort to develop it is wasted, or large¬
ly wasted. The school system of 1931
should be expected to care only for
individuals who possess sufficient lia-
tive endowment to justify education.
"A sense of responsibility and duty;

a !-'eritral knowledge of rhe world
: nd its Wore worthy activities; a spe¬
cial knowledge of at least one human
activity; a trained mind responsive
to the best Ideas and Ideals, whether
old or new.these in reasonable meas¬
ure. are the fruits the country has
reason to expect from a generously
supported American school system."
The chief educational officer of the

state is a promoter of a great enter¬
prise, Augustus O. Thomas, commis¬
sioner of education in Maine, told the
delegates.

FOUR MORE NEW YORK
STOCK BROKERS FAIL

Bankruptcy Actions Bring Total of

Crashes Up to 39.Grand Jury
Asks Safeguards.

NEW YORK, March 1..rlnvolun-
tary bankruptcy petitions were filed
up to yesterday afternoon against four
more New York brokerage houses,;
the latest being Howell & Wales,
with estimated liabilities of $500,000
and assets of about $400,000, and Hall
& Co.. whose liabilities were placed
at $100,000 and assets at $25,000.
Earlier in the day petitions were

filed against II. A. Cochrane &
Co., with no estimate of liabil¬
ities or assets, and Morton Lachen-
bruch A: Co.. with liabilities estimated
at $100,000 and assets at $75,000.
The day's failures brought the total

since last November to thirty-nine.
While these concerns were going to
the wall, the additional grand jury
handed up a presentment to Judge
Mulqueen in general sessions, recom¬
mending legislation which would con¬
trol brokers and securities offered
for sale as carefully as banks and in¬
surance companies are now regulated.
William J. Howell and Reginald C.

Wales comprise the firm of Howell &
Wales, The petition lodged against
them was signed by three creditors.
Three creditors also presented the
petition against Hall & Co.. with
which Louis T. Hall and Charles
J. Anastasia are connected.

Th*» Lachenbruch concern. for
which Henry B. Singer was ap¬
pointed receiver, issued a statement
averting that its affairs were in
good shape, but that, to protect all con¬
cerned. it has decided to announce
suspension, because of a situation
brought on by uneasiness among its
customers. j
George A. McLaughlin was ap-

pointed temporary receiver for Ras-
mussen & Co.. against which an in-
voluntary petition was filed last Fri-
day.
Judge Learned Hand later ap-

pointed John L. Lyttle receiver for
Cochrane & Co., under bond for
$4,000. The petition placed the firm's
liabilities at $5o,0o0 and assets at
$10,000.
The grand jury, which has spent

most of the month investigating com¬
plaints against stockholders, is ex¬

pected to hand down more indict-
ments charging grand larceny before
it is dismissed. In recommending
safeguarding legislation, the jury set
forth that brokers and exchanges
should be under the supervision
either of the secretary of the state,
the state's banking department, or
some other department to be created
for that purpose, and that such de-
partment so having supervision
should act in concert with the other
departments ot this state which con-
trol the issuance of securities of cor-
porations.

Unable to speak English. the

Italian woman through Mrs. Molly
Dariano, 716 5th street her friend,
acting as an interpreter, said she
gave birth to the baby last July NO,
shortly after her arrival in this
country from Italy. Deserted by her
husband, and without funds to pro-
vide for the baby and two other
children, Mrs. Mattio said she adver-
tised the baby for adoption,
On Septefhber 14, she said. Mrs.

Peck, under the name of Mrs. Mary
E. Smith, adopted the baby. Tho
adoption ceremonies were held at the
home of Mrs. Dariano, she said, in
the presence of Dr. Charles W. Allen,
Alfonso Dariano and James Corby.
At 10 o'clock that night, she said,
the infant was taken to Mrt. Peck's
home in Tuxedo.

Jte lived among them, shared their
food, became blood-brothers with the

| African chiefs, and many a knife ana
1 spear were given to him.

Health Officer Fowler. After Pre¬
liminary Survey. Says He's

"Not at All Alarmed."
Dr. William Fowler. healt*h officer

of the District of Colombia, and Dr.
Joseph Murphy, chief medical inspec¬
tor of the public schools. today made
a first-hand inspection of the Monroe
School to determine conditions exist¬
ing there relative to possible injuri¬
ous gases in the air.

J Shortly after making his prelimi-
nary trip through several of the

j rooms Dr. Fowler today said that, as
far as he had gone, he was not at all
alarmed, but that he would not make
a final statement until he had thor¬
oughly satisfied himself of the condi¬
tions.
The investigation is being made

from three angles. Consideration is
being given to the existence of
carbon dioxide in the air. such as is
exhaled after one takes a breath: to
the possibility of escaping illumi¬
nating gas. which is the only artificial
lighting means in the building. and to
a possible escape of gas from the fur-

"l>r. T. M. 3'rice. the District health
department chemist, is today engaged
in an analysis of samples of the air
In the various classrooms and will
present a report on the conditions of
the air to Dr. Fowler late this after¬
noon. The analysis i* being mad.; pri¬
marily to determine the carbon-
dioxide contents.
Dr Fowler said that he went to

the school today in order that he
might have a personal knowledge of
the situation.
Charges that several pupils at¬

tending the school had been made
ill bv gas fumes which, they said, at
time's tilled the classrooms, were
made at a meeting of the Monroe
Parent-Teachers' Association last
night in the Wilson Normal School.
