I been so much talked of an»l yet has

seemed so far away, until the recent

purchase of the famous Dean estate,
lately known as the National Wom¬
an's Foundation. The committee
designated by the Grand Lodge of the
district May 12. 1920, to look into

the question of the new temple is

said to have done its work thoroughly
and well. Its purpose now is to erect
en the nine-and-a-half-acre tract at

the intersection of 19th street and

Connecticut avenue, a point unsur¬

passed for its view around the Dis¬
trict. a temple commensurate with
the dignity as well as the needs ot

the fraternity in the National Capital,
and a structure which will be a civic
landmark among the beautiful, costly
edifices of the District.
The Grand Lodge has already

adopted the plan to finance the
project and it is said two/nillion dol¬
lars will be provided without un¬

necessary delay by the voluntary con¬
tributions of lodges, allied anil col¬
lateral bodies and the Individual
.members themselves. The architec¬
tural plans for the building, or group
of buildings, as may seem best, have
not yet been determined, but it is
said there is no doubt that the
