Omne of the biggest fhings ever un-
dertaken by the students of Central
High School is the decorating of the
school’'s armory. The work was be-
gun about a month ago, and u_.‘lll_he
completed at least by the beginning
nf next fall’'s term. The work is be-
ing done chiefly by the boys of the
mechanical drawing department.

At present there are great splotches
of red on the walls of tha armory,
parts of the first coat of paint, After
red, comes a lighter color, and then
caomes the color the walls are to re-
main, a light color, between a dull
red and orange. Just above the top of
the gun racks, in large lettering, is to
the cadets’ ecreed: “I believe In hon-
esty, Eincerity and the square deal;
in making up one's mind what to ﬁ‘n—
and doing [t: 1 believe in fearing God,
and taking one's own part; I believe
{n honest sport and hard work; 1 be-
lisve we have room for but one soul
loyalty, and that is loyalty to the
American people; I believe in a round
mind, and in a sound body.”

MINER NORMAL SCHOOL.

Each junior aec-
tion assumed responsibility for a spe-
¢ific phese of the preparation en-
tailed.

The psyvehnlogy classes made an obh-
servation trip Monday to the un-
graded and atypical classes of the
Douglass and Abbyv-Simmons schnols,
as an introduction to a simple study
of exceptional children. In the case
of the incorrigible girls, histories of
the pupils enrolied were copled. to
throw light upon the class discussion
following the observation. A more
detailed study of these types will be
made next term in connection with
educational tests-and measurements,

On Thureday the committee on edu-
cational testz and measurements
held its second regular meeting for
May at the Miner Normal School.
The meecting was devoted to a study
of the measurement of reading. Miss
Rosa B. Lane, teacher of psychology.
Miner Normal School, demonstrated
the use: of a standardized measure-
ment of comprehension in sjlent read-
ing—the Thorndike-McCall Form 1—
for grade 4. The method of proce-
dure was as follows:

An explanation of what constitutes
reading ability; a rapld survey of the
history nf the Thorndike-McCall read-
ing test; the giving of the test
(fourth-grade pupils being tested):
ecoring of the test (by teachers of
the committee), and graphic repre-
sentation and interpretation of re-
sults.

The results showed a wide wvarl-
One pupll,
a boy in the 4a grade, had a reading
ability of a pupil at the beginning
of the 6a grade; In the same grade
another dropped as low as 2b grade.
These graphs were later explained to
the pupills, who took the test as a
basis for a etudy of their own im-
provement.
