His careful aim and loud
BANG! BANG! does not save him, but many of their number “bite the dust” before he surrenders. In play, the poor driver is wounded and
taken captive. The bad Indians have to ride hard to escape with their prize. With a brush and plain water, paint carefully between the lines
of the picture and color each object.
