Text of Letter.

The letter follows:

“Responsive to your request for a
atatement of this commission’s plans
with respect to relief {rom the pollu-
tion of Rock Creek by sewage [rom
nearby Maryland territory within the
area of the Washington subuyrban san-
Itary district, this commission deajres
to confirm in a general way as fol-
lows the statements mede by the
chalvman at the conference beétween
you and Maj, Baker and the membera
of the commission, on the 23d instant.

*“This question has been given geri-
ous and extended consideration by
the Maryiand sauthorities for some
years, and, in fact, the creation of thia
commission by mct of the Maryland
legisiature may be said to be a direct
outgrowth of the consideration given
by the Maryland authorities to this
and other allled problems affecting
the sanitary condition of the nearby
Maryland territory in Its relation to
the District of Columbia,

Started in 1910,

“As early as 1p10 agitation was _lnmm
looking to the correction of insanitary
conditions in Little Falls branch and
increasing pollution of Reck creek, which
is, of courge, due to the fact that
nearby Maryland territery naturally
drains inte these streams.

“In 1912 the Maryland Ic‘ﬂahtuu
passed p Jjoint resclution au orising
he governor to appeint a commission
from the two Maryland counties
jacent to the District of Columbia. That
commission was known as the ‘Prince
Georges and Montgomery countien sew-

e commission,’ and, in co-operation
with the Maryland state board of health,
made a full report to the governor in
1914. at the same time recommending
the enactment of & law to remedy the
conditions which the commission’s in-
vestigation had disclosed. This bill,
however, falled of passage.

Reported In 1918

“PThe present commission was created
by an act of the 1916 legislature to
inveatigate and make further report to
the 1918 legialature, and the sum of
$10,000 was made available for this pur-

pose.

In 1918, as required by the 1916 act,
this commission made a full report
on the advisability of creating a sani-
tary district in Maryland contiguous
to the Distriot of Columbia, snd pro-
viding It with water and sewer serv-
joe. For your information there Ia
transmitted herewith a copy of tha
last named report. which, as you will
note, i8 quite comprehensive and in-
cludens & bill im the form which the
commissién believed necessary for tha
sccamplishment of the purposes men-
tionsd In the report. This got, with
some minor changes, was enacted by
the Maryland legislature of 1918 (see
ghapter 132 of the Acts of 1913, aa
amended by chapter 518 of the
Acts of 1920). Under the authority
vested in it by these Maryland stat-
utes, this commission is authorimed
and empowered to construct water
dnd mewer systems and Lo issue and
sall honds for the purpeses of raising
the pecegssary money, without further
enabling leglslation.

Autherized by Cangress.

«rThe Coangress of the United States,
as a part of the District of Columbis
appropriation act for the year ending
June 30, 1917, enacted legislation “fer
the protection of mreams flowing
through the United States government
parks and reservations fn the Diatrict
of Columbia from pollution by sewage
discharged therein frem sewerage
nystomrlg of Maryland towns am‘.!
villages bordering the sald District.
and suthorising the Commissioners of
the Distriet of Columbie to enter Into
an agreement with the Maryland
authorities providing fer the drainage
af such sewerage systems In and
through the District sewer syatem.

FREED BY BANDITS

State Department Orders
More Details Rushed on
Mexican Outrages.

Dispatches to the State Department
today from Consul Shaw at Tampico
Indicated that the eighty-five em-
ployes of the British-owned La Corona
Oil Company, including the half doz-
en Americans held yesterday for ran-
som by outlaws, had been released.
The message was ‘vary brief and net
clear and the department telegraphed
immediately for explanation.

The consul said merely that the
elghty-five persons referred to in his
repert yesterday of the new bandit
rald were “not now held.” It was not
stated whether the bandits had with-
drawn from the property at the
Pecera camp of the oll company or
whether any pavment had been made.

Think Bandits Have Fled.

State Department officials assumed
that the message meant that Gorosave,
the bandit leader, had released from
captivity all of the employes at the
camp and that this implied at least
that the bandits had deft the camp,
although when the rald occurred
Gorozave had fixed July 2 as the date
by which his demand for a payment
of §,00v pesos must be met. Bince
representations had been made at
Mexico City for protection of the
Americans among the bandits' cap-
tives, however, the department was
anxious for fuller information and re-
quested Consul Shaw to transmit an
explanatory message at once.

1f the interpretation placed here on
the congul's message today is correct
and the bandits have released their
captives, for the moment at least the
situation has been clearsad up as no
Americans are j[pvelved so far aa

known in any other disturbance in
Mexico.

Makes Gogd His Threat.
