Flashour, Returned Here Prom

Richmond, May Face Two Wives
111 Police Court Tomorrow.

Two wives are expected .to appear
In Police Court tomorrow and tell
of their marriages to Marlon Flash-
our, twenty-taur ye*rawho msj
arrested In Richmond several days]
ago on a theft charjfft and turned
over to Detectives Fowler and Fla¬
herty. He reached here -yesterday i

afternoon In custody of the- detec-
tlVes and. following an Irtvestlga-
tlon of his movements In this oity
and Maryland the past few months,
the detectives preferred a charge of
bigamy against him.
Not knowing of the alleged second

marriage of the young .man, Mrs.'
Flashour obtained a warrant In thls'l
city for him for alleged misconduct
with a woman. It developed that
Flashour and the woman, Miss Bertha
Lillian HarTls, had been married, the
man assuming the name of James'
Harris Dryden. Miss Harris was em-

ployed as Instructress at a local danc-
Ing academy, where. It Is Stated, ;
Flashour, alias Dryden, met her.

Detectives Flaherty and Fowler
were told that an Indictment was re-
turned against Flashour In Prince
Georges county. Md.. for alleged fail¬
ure to support his wife and child, the
family residing on Bladensburg road
near Fort Llnooln cemetery. Flash¬
our formerly resided In Frederlok.
Md., and was employed as caretaker
at 1727 F street, where he lived with
his second wife. His first wife was
Miss Catherine Redman of Frederick.
Three months ago the detectives

went to the -F street house searching-
for the man. He learned of their
coming, it Is stated, and left about
an hour before their arrival. Cloth¬
ing, cameras and other property,
valued at about 1500, disappeared the'
day the couple went away. Two of
the cameras were disposed of In this
city, the police stated, while moat
of the other property was sold in
Richmond.

It; was - not until the couple re-,
turned here yesterday that Flashour'
told of his marriage to Miss Harris,
admitting. It Is stated, that he knew
no proceeding had been Instituted
to annua4 his first marriage.
