The Senate late yesterday approved
a tariff of 30 cents a bushe) on wheat,
Senators - Jones of 'New Mexico and
Kendrick of Wyoming, joining: p‘iﬁl
a volid republican majority in mak-
ing the vote 38 to 12

approvcd by :the House, and a de-

emergency tariff rate.

With the wheat fight out of the
way, afier a sweltering ses=sion, un-
usually quick action was taken on
approving several score committ
amendments, including a duty ¢
cents rrr hundred on flour, W
i an hicreasc of 28 cente ower X
rate approved by 'the House. Thé
demuzats did not force a reeerd

[ vote on the flour rate.

Demuaratic luvaders declared dur-
ing the delate on the wheat schedule
that the rate of 30 cents wil} cost the
American people ajproximately $100,-
00000 a year and would benefit
farmers in only thres states, the
D.kuias and Minnesota.

Metumber Touches on Defeat.

Senator M :Cumber, republican.
No.th Dakota, in charge of the meas-
urc, statud frankly -the purpose of
the rate was to keep above the world
level the price of northern spring
wheat froin the Dakotas and Min-
nezota. He sald he did: not think
‘the tariff proposed would be carried
on to the congumer, but even if it
was it would not amount to $2 a
year to each consumer, *

In defending the wheat duty from
democratic assaults, Senator McCum-
Ler made his first public reference
to his defeat in the North Dakota
primary.

“For twenty
