Kindly suggest a good kidney remedy. |
1 suffer considerably with dull pain in,
the small of the back.—F. L.
Answer—If vou assume that pain in
the small of fhe back is a symptom of
kidney trouble you are sadly misin-
formed. Pain in that situation is very
rarely felt by persons who really have
kidney trouble. Pain in the back, like
pain in the head, is most frequently
reflex in origin, and in order to obtain
relief you should undergo a thorough
examination by a physician. It would
be unwarramted extravagance on your
part to experiment blindly with such &
symptom.

Killing Flies in the House.

Can you suggest any agent which will
poison flies in the house without being
dangerous to children or pets?™—Mm. D.

Answer—Careful tests and experiments
carried out by experts in the United
States public health service at Wash-
ington proved that a solution of salicy-
late of soda in water (1 per cent—ap-
proximately five grains to an ounce)
sweetened with sugar and allowed to
stand in an open vessel where the flies
can eat it, is safe and superior to most

poisonous fly killers.

PHistory of Pour Name

VARIATION-=Tilghman.
RACIAL ORIGIN—AnNglo-Saxon.
SOURCE—An occupation.

Tyler is another of those old Anglo-
Saxon surnames which antedates the

system of French nomenclaturs which
t“'lve Normana lajid over England in
the several centurles following the
conquest.

At first glance you would be apt
to consider it & shortened form of
Taylor, but it is not. Its spelling
only is misleading. The pronouncia-
tion," even today, reveals the occupa-
tion from which it sprang.

A tller, of course, would be a man
who makes tiles or who lays tiles.
And what use did the medieval Eng-
lish, and even more rough-and-ready
Anglo-Saxons before them, have for
tiles?

They used them for roofing their
houses, mnot for making beautiful
floors. The tilers of medieval Eng-
land were more often sturdy work-
men than skilled artists or artisans,
and with the carpenters and the
smiths, they formed the backbone of
that oldest nobllity on earth, the
nobility of labor.

The surname first appears with the
spelling, weird to our modern eyes,
of Tyghelere, the ending being a con-
traction of the old Anglo-Saxon
“were,” meaning “man.” Tilghman,
of course, is simply another form of
the name, retaining somewhat more
of the original spelling, and meanin
exactly the same thing. Later suc
Norman forms 2s "le Tugler,” “le
Tuler” and “le Tewler” appeared, but
none of these appears to have had
the staying qualities of the Anglo-
Saxon form, for they are rarely, if
ever, found today, while Tylers and
Tilghmans may be found in 'any sec-
ition of England or the United States
you choose to look for them.

Have you ever seen a person at-
tempt to light the ¢lectric bulb under
the large silk shade of a table or
bridge lamp, grope fumblingly around
for the switch and finally have to
bend down and peer under the shade
to locate it? Do the lamps in your
home work like this? Then here's a
pretty convenience that will apply to
every eleciric fixture in the house,
from cellar to guestroom,

The black rubber thumb key on
the mocket has already given way in
most cases tokthe brass chain switch,
but even this disappears beneath the
deep shade which adorns many of
our lamps nowadays. If, however,
you will fasten to the end of this
chain a colorful cord, with a tassel of
a contrasting color, both colors har-

monizing with the shade, you will
find you have not only the comfort
of a quickly lighted lamp, but a deco-
rative addition to the lamp iiself.

The lamp in the sketch is a bridge
lamp covered with a shade made of
rose-colored silk over which apricot
chiffon has been drawn. The pulls,
one to each of the two bulbs, are of
rose cord with tassels of the same
shade. Another attractive combina-
tion is & shade of old gold or orange,
with pulls of turquoise blue, and
still another is a shade of mellow
parchment, with a cord of dull gold.
attached to which is a round or pear-
shaped gold ball For Japanese
shades by all means uses the beaded
cords and decorated tassels seen in
such lovely profusion in the oriental
shops. They are attractive, in fact,
for almgst any shade.

These pulls can be attached to any
lamp, even the one behind a small
oval shade on a wall sconce. Simply
cut off all but a few links of the
brass chain and fasten the colored
cord to the lowest link.

Cucumber Delicacies.

Cucumber®s are one of thes maost
satisfying of all summer vegestables
if you know how to gerve them
in many ways. They are always
avallable, they keep well on ifce for
several daye if necessary, and they
are inexpensive. They are probably
as digestive as much of the food we
eat When they are eaten cooked they
disagree with almost no one; when
they are eaten raw they should be
fresh and should stand sliced in ioe
for several hours before they are sent
to the table.
