OBREGON SLASHES PAY
OF FEDERAL WORKERS

By the Associated Press.
MEXICO CITY. July 15..Salary re¬

ductions extending to all federal em¬

ployees and ranging from 5 fo io per
cent were announced today by presi¬
dential decree effective August 1^

Persons earning up to 5 pesos daily
are reduced per cent. Those eurn-

ing 5 to 15 pesos are reduced 10

per cent, while those earning more

than 15. pesos are reduced 15 per cent.
The president, supreme court justices,
senators, deputies and other officials
elected by popular vote are excepted.
Toe reductions are made in view

of the general program of economy.
