Would Brlnir Dlnohnrgfii.
"With respect to seniority there

still seems to be confusion in many
people's mind as to exactly what the
President originally proposed. He
proposed simply that the employes
who struck be taken back with the
same seniority rights that they had
before they struck.
"This meant that strikers who formerlyhad seniority over employes

who stayed at work would recover
their seniority over tfre«;e men, and
that they would be given seniority
over all new men who have been employedsince the strike began. This
would mean that practically every
new man the railways have employed
would have to be discharged. it
would mean that every employe who
was .low on the seniority list and
who stayed at work would be put
back in his former position on the
seniority list, where he would be laid
off in periods of business depression,
while men who struck would be given
regular employment.

Would Knoniiriiiro Strlkfu.

"The tendency that this would have
in future both to encourage strikes
and to make it more difficult in case
of strikes for the railways to get men
to stay at work or to enter their
services as new men is too obvious
to require mention.

RAIL PENSION PRIVILEGES
NOT CHANGED BY STRIKE

Pennsylvania Management Will
Continue Policy of Giving

Time Credit.
Striking shopmen on the Pennsylvaniarailroad system will lose their

seniority rating if they seek reinstatementand are accepted, hut they
will not forfeit their accumulated
pension privileges, according to a
telegram received last night at the
Washington terminal from G. B.
Harley of the? system's headquarters
in Philadelphia.
This latter situation "is so serious

a mistake." said the telegram, "that
the Pennsylvania system managementbelieves it of the utmost importanceto have it corrected. On the
Pennsylvania railroad and on other
systems generally seniority rights
and pension privileges are entirely
separate and distinct matters."
Mr. Harley explained that a man's

seniority is determined by the positionhis name occupies on a roster
kept for his particular craft at the
point or for the division where he is
employed. If hp* leaves the service
and returns, his name goes to the
bottom of the roster as of the date
on which he is re-employed.The importance of seniority is thatit entitles a man to the choice of
shifts, day or night, and to priority inbiddintr for better i»r r.thopu-iwa
rlesirable positions as such opportunitiesoccur. It gives him preference
over junior employes in holding his
work when it is necessary to lay menoff. Seniority depends upon continuityof employment.
Pensions, however, the messagecontinued, are based upon the total

rears of service, regardless whether
they are continuous or not. Underthe Pennsylvania railroad's plan
every employe, regardless of grade
or rank, must retire at the age of
seventy years. If incapacitated' he
may be retired at sixty-five or over
if he has been in the service thirty
rears.
He receives as a pension 1 per cent>f his average monthly earnings duringhis last ten years of work multipliedby his total number of years of

service, Mr. Harley said. He may:-nter or leave the service once or a
naif dozen times during his careersnd the method of computing the pensionwill be the same in any case.
"The Pennsylvania system management'sposition on the seniority issue

loes not in any way impair or lessen
he pension privileges of its former
employes who are now out of theservice, provided they seek reinstatementand are accepted," Mr. Harley
ieeiared.
