|5 BOMBS EXPLODED
|IN RAIL YARD WRECK
ROUNDHOUSE W ALL.

ROSEVILLE, Calif., August 12.—
Five bombs were exploded in the
yards of the Southern Pacifie and
the Pacific Fruit and Express
Company here early this morning.
One of the bombs exploded at 2

a.m. in the rear of roundhouse
No. 1. Windows in the building
were shattered and a portion of
the wall nearest the explosion
wrecked. =,

Three of the bombs tore a great
hole in the ground in the east

stde of the vards near the plant
of the Pacific Fruit Express Com-
pany. Immediately following the
explosions company guards poured
shots in the direction from which
the bomhs Were reported to have
been hurled. ’

Answering volleys of shot met
their firing. More than 100 shots
were exchanged.

United States Marshal Sullivan
was struck down by a bullet, ac-
cording to word reaching Rose-
ville following the skirmish. The
extent of his injuries was not
learned.

The explesions shook buildings
and houses in Roseville and
caused many people to arise,
thinking an earthquake had visit-
ed the town.

]Brotherhood Chief Declares |

Piecemeal Walkouts
Unauthorized.

FIVE ROADS AFFECTED

With Rules and Vote Strike if
Conditions Unbearable.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, August 12
Members of the Brotherhood of Iali-
road Trainmen, who went on strike

ordered to return to work, President
W. G. Lee announced today in declar-
ing that their walkout was unau-
thorized inasmuch as the regular
procedure in settling disputes had
not been carried out. Telegrams to
this effect were sent to General Chair-
man Duffy and General Secretary
Hascott of. the Santa Fe system at
Los Angeles.

x| FIRE AT NEW YORK PIER

Dozen Firemen Overcome by

Smoke and One Painfully Burned
by Wet Lime Splash.

NEW YORK, August i12.—Damage
estimated by New York Central offi-
cials at $500,000 was caused by fire
which partly destroyed pier D on the
North river front in the Central's
West 65th street freight yards today.

Four city fireboats, a score of rail-
road tugs and all available land ap-
paratus in the vicinity was called out
to fizht the fire, which raged fiercely
for more than three hours.

A dozen firamen were overcome by
dense smoke thrown off by the varie-
gated contonts of the blazing ware-
hnuse, and one fireman was painfully
burned by wet lime which was
splashed on his face and hands.

Railroad workers ran an engine

through the flames and saved a train
of twenty-one freight cars laden with
jute, fish, greasp, meat and other
commodities, but the contents of
about fifty cars, which had been un-
loaded in the warehouse, -was de-

Future Negotintions.

ers had declared disapproval of any
such board unless limited to purely
an advisory capacity. In this discus-
sion is developed that the consensus
of opinion in the committee was that
any wage agreement should remain in
force only until next April'l. In the
past year the wage agreements for
the soft coal industry have run for
two Vears.

Anthracite Terms Poasible.

Aside from the committee work
dealing with the soft coal strike, in-
terest among the miners was turned
to the prospect of an early resump-
tion of negotiations with anthracite
operators over a settlement of the
strike in those fields of Pennsylvania.

Mr. Lewis indicated that a settle<
ment with the anthracite opezators
might be reached independent of the
negotiations for a settlement of the
soft coal strike.

Preparations for reopening coal
mines in Belmont county, Ohio, were
reported to be under way. Extra
maintenance and repair men were at
work cleaning the mines, and mules
have been brought in from the pas-
tures. Two hundred striking miners
in the Powhatan and Pipe Creek field,
in the southern part of the county,
started & march yesterday to the col-
lierles when a report was circulated
that the mines were to be reopened
with non-union labor. They turned
back whemn a deputy sheriff explained
that the activity at the mines was in
anticipation of a settlement of the
strike.

Operators Withdraw.
The joint negotiations of the com-

seen the other. Scarcely had the in-
terview opened than each, in differ-
ent rooms and on different occasions,
announced the same conclusion.

Stanch Democrat.

Later investigation developed, how-
that McBride himself, was a
| democrat, so stanch & one. in fact,
| that he refused to live in Oklahoma
!after it became republican and moved
| to Loouisiana. 1n addition to this, Mc-
Bride was the possessor of rich oik
leases which made him independent
for life and, the police believe, cer-
tainly would have no quarrel with
the petroleum interests,

Another element that entered into
the mystery today was the informa-
tion that McBride carried about
$1,500 in travelers checks when he
arrived in Washington last Saturday
The poselbility of his being murdered
for theft, however, Is still made slight
because the very revolting nature of
the slaying would indicate that some
long-standing hatred had steeled the
nerves of the assassin to permit him
to drive home the knife seventeen or
more times and then strangled the
victim with a rope to make death
certain.
