MORE STEEL MILLS RUN
AN YOUNGSTOWN DISTRICT

Increase in Next Week's Opera-
° tions Is Surprise—Output of

Iron Decreases.

" YOUNGSTOWN, Ohio, August 12.—
Independent steel mills of the
Youngstown district today unex-
pectedly announged a substantiai in-
trease in operations for next Year,
although up to the fasr twenty-four
hours a decrease had been expected.

Steel making capacity will be in-}

creased with the Bessemer plant of
the Youngstown Sheet and Tube Com-

any resuming. Finishing mill ca-
‘pactty will be increased by the addi-
tion of four bar mills of the Republic
Jron and Steel Company, and one bar
mill of the Youngstown Sheet and
Tube Company. Sheet and tin opera-
tlons will remain unchanged at close
to full capacity.

Iron production, however, will con-
tinue to decrease. The Sharon Stsel
Hoop Company’'s blast furnace at
Y.owellsville is being banked, and the
No. 2 stack of the Carnegie Steel
Company at Farrell, Pa., also will
be shut down, leaving nine out of
twenty-seven stacks operating In the
Mahoning valley, and thirteen out of
forty-seven in the whole district, of
which nine are operated by the United
States Corporation. Since the fuel
crisis became acute the iron produec-
tion of the distriet. has been cut in
half, fifteen furnaces being banked '
while thirteen remain in operation.
