COPELAND SENATE CHOICE

Hylan Man Expected to Make for
Harmony in Campaign.

Delegates to the democratic convention.which opened with bitter quarrelsand ended in apparent peace, left
for their homes today to plan foi
the fall campaign.
While Alfred E. Smith was nominatedfor governor unanimously,

democrats were wondering whether
W. R. Hearst, who sought the nomination.would support the ticket. In
a telegram to his representatives
withdrawing his name Mr. Hearst
said he would not go on any ticket
"which, being reactionary,
would be a betrayal of genuine
democracy."
The nominee for United States senatoris Dr. Royal S. Copeland, New

York city health commissioner and
friend of Mayor Hylan, who was Mr.
Hearst's spokesman.
The withdrawal of Mr. Hearst's

name, it was freely admitted, made
harmony possible. It was rumored
about that Hearst had been permitted
110 name tne candidate for United
States senator, but none of the leadersat the convention would admit it.

Copelani for Harmony.
Dr. Copeland. however, was spokenof as Mayor Hylan's chief politicalaide and confidant from the floor of

the convention. He is an appointee
of the mayor's, and has always been
close to him. Mayor Hylan, while in
Syracuse, acted as chief spokesmanfor Mr. Hearst and fought to the end
for the publisher for one of the places
on the ticket. State Senator James!
J. Walker, temporary chairman of the
convention, said Dr. Copeland was se-
lected for senator because he was a
candidate who "would create harmony1in the party." jMayor George R. Lunn of Schenec-
lady was nominated for lieutenant
governor.
Withdrawal of the name of William

R. Hearst smothered out the only is!sue. and the slate prepared by the
state leaders went through without a
hitch at the closing session. The balanceof the ticket follows: For secjretaryof state. James A. Hamilton,
Bronx: for attorney general. Carl
Sherman. Buffalo; Tor controller,James Fleming, Troy; for state treasurer.George K. Shuter. Lyons, and
for state engineer, Dwight La Du, Albany.

Oaly Discordant Nate.
The only discordant 'note of the sessionat which nominations, were made

was sounded when Senator Patten of
Queens referred to the pre-convention
Smith-Hearst fight. He declared that
his delegation would have voted for
Hearst if the publisher's name had not
been withdrawn. The mention of
Hearst's name brought hisses from
floor and gallery, but the demonstration
lasted only a few seconds.
The platform adopted condemns both

state and national administrations of
the republican party. It calls the nationaladministration a failure and
"bankrupt of ability or achievement."
The new tariff bill, it declares, means
increased living costs and higher"profits for monopoly." The federal AttorneyGeneral and the Department of
Justice are blamed for "blunders" that
"culminated In the Daugherty Injunction."The state motion pleture censorshiplaw Is condemned.

Wet Plank Applauded.
Of the twenty-nine principles,

greatest applause was given to those
calling for a modification of the Volsteadact so as to legalize the use
of beer and light wines under state
regulation: for a 5-cent fare on all
street railways and for lower gas,
electric, water and transportation
rates^ Tiie woman delegates applaudedpledges for the creation of "a
real bureau of women in industry
within the Department of Labor, a
maximum eight-hour work day for
women and minors and a minimum
wage commission with power to fix
a living wage for women and minors
in industry."
The platform was adopted unanimously.When the plank insisting

upon the legalizing of beer and light
wines was ready the cheering lasted
about a minute and the band struck
up "How dry I am."' Following is the
dry plank:

Hearst Message Acrid.
W. A. Deford. William R. Hearst's

personal representative, gave out his
message, which read:

"Please be sure not to allow my
name to go before the convention.

"1 certainly would not go on any
ticket which, being reactionary, would
stultify my record.and declaration of
principles and whfch would be a betrayalof genuine democracy.
"My nomination for any public officeis not important, but it is importantthat the party declare for

progressive principles and show the
sincerity of that declaration by nominatingmen who can be trusted to
make it effective."
The failure to place the napie of a

woman on the state ticket was explainedin an announcement by HarrietMay Mills of, the executive committeeof the woman's division of the
democratic party. The committee,
it was stated, had adopted a resolutiondeclaring that while it firmly believedthat women should be nominatedfor public office, it was the
consensus among them that no woman'sname be placed on the state
ticket this yearr'

Denunciation of the mine killings

at Herrln, 111., as "savage butchery"
Vas continued in a resolution adoptedat the closing session.
The Herrln resolution, the last of

approximately seventy-five presented.
had been recommended for tabling,
when Robert W. McBride, senior vice
commander-in-chief, over the protestsof Commander-in-chief Pilchel,
appealed to the encampment for the
right to read the resolution. It was
then adopted with little dissent. The
resolution dealt with labor situations
in general, and said that the selfishnessand disregard for public welfare
was displayed by both sides of the
coal and rail strikes.

Tahle Retaliations.
Three resolutions proposing retaliationby the soldiers of the north to

the action of the Confederate veteransin assailing Abraham Lincoln,
at Richmond. Va_, several months ago
were tabled.
Regarding the Richmond resolutionthe committee said: "We have

decided to treat the whole matter
with contempt, it looking to us as
though the action were an effort on
the part of the Confederate veterans
who perpetrated it to advertise some
miserable little garbled history of
the war. and to drag us Into a quarrelthat would get it publicity and
help them sell it."

Mediation Efforts Fall.
Efforts during the closing session

to reconcile differences between the
Daughters of the Veterans and the
Daughters of the G. A. R. by appointinga mediation committee at
the request of the former, failed when
the committee reported back to the
Grand Army encampment that the
Daughters of the G. A. R. were op1posed.

proposal to change the name of that
body to the Sons of Union Veterans of
the Civil War, as being more accuratelydescriptive of its membershipNoaction was taken upon the bonus
or upon the proposal to amalgamate
all patriotic and veteran associations.

Refuse te Art * Prohibition.
The resolutions committee reported

that it had refused to recommend
adoption of a resolution indorsing enforcementof the Volstead act, though
every member of the committee personallyfavored such enforcement, but
believed the matter to be political in
nature.

Installation of Judge J. J. Willett
of Tama. Iowa, as commander-inchiefand of other officers elected concludedthe encampment and it adjournedsine die.
The new commander named J. K.

Risley. adjutant general and George
A. Hosley of Boston chief of staff.
Samuel P. Town of Philadelphia was
reappointed assistant quartermaster
general and custodian of the records
and Col. D. R. Stowits of Buffalo will
continue to serve as quartermaster
general.

TO TRY RACE COURSE

Machines to Mobilise at Detroit
October 11.Ten Weeks

100 Per Cent.

DETROIT. Mich.. September 30..
Twelve United States air mail planea
will mobilise here October 11 and
fly over the course which on the three
following days will be the scene ol
the national airplane races, It was
announced here today by Carl Ease,
superintendent of the air mall service.
Mr. Egffe said the planes would come
rrom every control station on tne
transcontinental route, including
Cleveland. Chicago, Omaha, North
Platte. Cheyenne, Salt Lake City and
San Francisco, and added that It
would probably be the largest fleet
of air mall planes ever assembled.

"The course for the contests Is
the safest of any over which th«
races count be held," said Brig. Gen.
William Mitchell, assistant chief ol
the Air Service, U. 8. A., after an
inspection of the route today. He
pointed out that most of the course
is over water and that many speed
boats would be constantly patrolling
I,ake St. Clair and the Detroit rivet
to aid any flyer forced to descend.

"We have Just oompleted ten weeks
of 100 per cent performance. Thai
means1 there has been no break in
the regular schedules, and no tripe
have been defaulted during that
period.
