“You have seen huge gatherings
surge through the streets of this
great Capltal eity of Ameriea,” said
the prelate, “but this demonstration,
1 venture to =ay, surpasses anything
of its kind in the past half century.

Warns of Dangers.

‘“With no display of political
strength, it represents not merely
numbers, but thousands of Americans
professing openly their faith in the
dlvinity of Jesus Christ and thelr re-
spect and reverence for His name.
And let me add that your action is
wonderfully, marvelously patriotic,
for never in the history of the coun-
try has there been more neéed for be-
lief of and confldence in Jesus Christ
than at this hour.

“Weo may well boast of the won-
ders of the United States, its incom-
parable wealtk and the greatness of
its 110,000,000 people, but while we
boast it is well to realize that our
country has its needs, too. With the
growing diminution of the sacred love
of family, the Increasing disrespect
for law, the growth of radicaliam, the
disregard of human life and loose-
ness of the marriage bond, a remedy
must be found or even this mighty
nation will go the way of others that
scoffed at the 'warning.”

The archbishop said the remedy
was not to be found in any particular
great leader, in the institution of ad-
ditionai laws, nor in the curtallment
of the people’s liberty, but only *in
the teachings of Jesus Christ Him-
self, and a return to Christian prin-
ciples of the founders of the coun-
try.”

Praises Local Workers.

Hea congratulated the men of the
various states and commMittees that
sent participants to the demonstra-
tion, and praised Mr. Haltigan and
his local co-workers for making the
event possible.

During benediction services, which
were conducted by Rev. J. D, Fowler,
celebrant; Rev. J. A. Cowan, deacon,
and Rev, T. A. McAllister, subdeacon,
all of St Dominic's Church, a chorus
of 15,000 volces sang the responses,
and at its conclusion the entire as-
semblage joined in singing “The Star
Spangled Banner.”

The parade, which started pre-
elsely at 2 o'clock, was nbdtable for
the perfect order displayed all along
the line, all of the many unita march-
ing in military allenment At least
75,000 people crowded the Avenue to
watch the procession, and with more
than forty bands participating there
was no dearth of musical features
Several of the drum majors, espe-
clally those connected wilh the col-
ored organizations, elicited much ap-
plause for their performances of the
old-time duties of their position.

Come From Many FPoints.

As the first of the large Maryland di-
vision, which numbered more than 10,-
000 men, passed the reviewing stand,
President Haltigan Introduced Rev.

James BShera Montgomery, chaplain of
the House of Representatives, to Arch-
bishop Curley, and for several minutes
the two clergymen watched the marchers
together. On leaving the stand, Dr.
Montgomery congratulated Mr. Haltigan
on the demonstration, and sald that it
was ons of the most impressive sights
he had ever witnessed.

Every parish in Baltimore and Wash-
Ington was represented in the parade,
while Philadeiphia, Wilmington, Rich-
mond, Cumberland and other smaller
towns in FPennsylvania, Maryland, Vir-
ginia and Delaware sent substantial
delegations. soseph T. Fitzgerald,
president of the Washington section of
the soclety, headed the Washington
marchers, while Capt. Harry A. Walsh
acted as grand marshal.

One of the chief features of the pa-
rade was the spontaneous greeting
glven Mgr. Mackin of S5t. Paul's parish
all along the line of march. The ven-
erable prieaet rode in an automobtile In
company with severazl little children.

The colored organizations also were
the recipients of much applause on aec-
count of thelr splendid marching.
