The Supreme Court of the United j
tates cleared its docket yesterday of

The court advanced for hearing the

AITcclu Labor I n Ion*.
The Coronado case resulted in the
lupreme Court declaring that labor
in ions were suable, and were liable
o prosecution under the Sherman
nti-trust laws. In applying the evi;encein the case, however, the Su

renieCourt reversed the lower fedralcourts, and held that the United
line Workers of America, District
»'o. 21, the labor leaders and others
nvolved in the strike which resulted
n the destruction of property, were
iot liable for treble damages under I
he Sherman law, because not actu-
.ted by an intent to restrain or

lonopolizo interstate commerce. The
oal companies sought unsuccess-
ully to haVe that feature of the
ectolon 'reviewed, contending that i
he prime object of the strike was
o prevent the interstate shipment of
oal.
I'etitlona*For and Against Haling*.

une ordering the Southern Pacific

by John M. Gries, chief of the buildingand housing division of the Departmentof Commerce, in an interviewSunday ir regard to "better
homes week," which begins all over
the country today.
Mr. Gries laid down four maxims

that should be kept in mind when
planning the building of a house:
"Know exactly what you want beforebuying, be sure the title is clear,

there are no easements, and be ready
to pay all taxes. Be sure you know
how you are going to pay for your
home, that a loan, if necessary, is
made properly and with a reputable
house, and lastly that you build no
niuic pi rirnuuua a- uuiuc man juu
ean afford."
