lake had been dynamited by uniden|tiffed persons.
Dr. McKoin stated in an interview

at the city jail today that he "would
rather die forty times than bc taken
back to Mer Rouge." 11^ predicted
that there "would be more bloodshed
than ever" if he "ever put his fool
on Mer Rouge soil again."

McKoin in Hoxpital.

j Dr. McKoin declared his conviction

| that his life would not. do sate ku«'ucu

there despite the presence of troops,
The jail at Mer Rouge, he said, was a

one-story dilapidated brick building
situated outside the town. The lawlesselement there, he said, would not

stop at anything. He had had perisonal dealings with them and knew
that there "would be many who would

| lay down their lives just to kill me."
Gov. Parker, Attorney General Coco

and all the officials there, he added,
"cannot.if they tell the truth.guaran'tee that my life will be spared in that
town."

Dr. McKoin developed a cold after
he had been transferred from central
police station to the city jail. He com*plainedto the warden and was immediatelytransferred to the hospital.
Otherwise he "felt splendidly."

K. Calhoun would leave Baton Rouge

Lawyer Denounces Officials.

It was stated by former United

should Gov. Ritchie act unfavorably
toward the doctor, an attempt would

be made to obtain a federal writ of
habeas corpus in the United States
circuit court of appeals. Dr. McKoin
was refused release on bail yesterdayafterhearing on the writ of habeas
corpus obtained in city court Wednesday.
Prior ro yesterday's hearing. Gov.

Parker of Louisiana telegraphed
State's Attorney Leach of this city,
asking him to delay proceedings,
pending the arrival of the sheriff who
"is leaving immediately" with extraditionpapers. The governor's telegramwas read in court. After argu;ments were heard the court remanded
