Chesapeake and Potomac
Plans Extensive Expansion
to Meet Growing Needs.

EXPECTS HEAVY BUSINESS

Enlargement and Improvement of

Practically All Exchanges
Included in Program.

Approximately $2,000,000 will be
spent by the Chesapeake and PotomacTelephone Company on service
improvements in Washington during
1023, it was learned from officials of
the corporation last night.
Like all other branches of activity

in the National Capital, the telephone
company is making elaborate plans
to handle the enormous volume of
conversation that will nass over the
wires during the Shriners' conventionnext summer.
Not only does the company expect

an unprecedented amount of local
calling, but a record-breaking numberof long-distance calls by visitors
who will want to keep in touch with
home affairs.
The bulk of the money to be expendedduring the year, however,

will be for permanent extensions and
betterments to handle the steady
growth that is taking place in all
sections of the city.
Engineers of the company have estimatedthat 8,000 new subscribers

will be added to the telephone directoryduring the twelve months beginningtomorrow, which would make a

total of 108,000 users.
