Ollie James, of Kentucky, made
the formal notification, eulogiz-
ing the candidate in a long
speech.

Wilson replied in a speech still
longer, in which he laid particular
emphasis on th. necessity of re-

ducing the tariff and busting up a
few trusts.

.Wilson said that the Republi

can party had signally failed tG
grapple with these fwo problems.

He said that they were respon-
sible for the high cost of 'living,
and that the Democratic party
must depend for success on its
handling of these two questions.
