became a growl—menacing.

And they know it, these men; that
is why they are ﬁghlh:g 80 hnni but
they fight too late. There isn't any
power that will stem the tide mow.
The toilers are awake, and their
grow! is like the growl of a dog that
:R'l;tl to give warning before it

There was something rather nasty
in Strauss’ suggestion that the three
absent members of the Legislation
Commission should be there to hear
what the employers think of this
eight-hour law—Iit sounded almost
like a threat.

Sometimes the whole situation
seems farcical to me. It is so easy
of solution. There never hus been
a need to have these men tell what
they think of these things—their
books showing the profit they make
off of thelr women labor would tell
the whole story of whether they
could operate under a minlmum wage
and an elght-hour law.

But still there are investigations,
and still they get their newspaper
space on which to & their ideas,
and still nothing is dccomplished for
the working people

And there never will be by this
method. There is only one way by
which we will get what is ours by
right of Iabor—and that is to stand
together and say to them:

*What good is your capital to you
if we won't work for you? How
long will you run your laundry when
we refuse to operate your machines
or do your hand-work?

“Where will you get your mer-
chandise to sell if we will not make
it for you? And how will you sell it
if we refuse to serve you?"

And until we are strong enough to
do that, there isn't much use object-
ing to their persecutions of us, even
in the hours when they do not have
jurisdiction over us.

There were men who cried “Crucl-
{y the Christ" and though we hold
them in loathing contempt, they
weren't of any different caliber than

these millionaire employers who,
want to crucify their women workers.

However, do not forget girls, ms
are apt to be Investigated in your
time, and if you bave any time be-
tween the hours when you stop toil-
Ing and go to sleep be very careful
what you do, or Weims, of the well-
laundered shirt, may tell the Com-
mission on you.
