La Verne Noyes has been lauded
in every Chicago newspaper as a
philanthropist and a doer of good.
He has drawn pages of free advertis-
ing and pictures by his giving $350,-00- 0

for the hall to memorialize his
wife's name and his own.

But when it came to extending a
white chance to a widow forced
against the financial wall, the philan-
thropic well of La Verne Noyes
heart ran dry.

Mrs. Edith Canavin, mother of
Theo Griffith, owns Delvie's restau-
rant at 19 N. Wabash av. Last year
when money became tight she took
out a mortgage of $3,000 on the
place, giving nine-mon- th notes to La
Verne Noyes. Two days ago the
notes became due. Noyes demanded
the money. Mrs. Canavin asked for
an extention of a few days, declaring
she would have no trouble in raising
the amount Noyes would grant no
extension. Yesterday he foreclosed.
The location is said to be a valuable
one.

That is why Mrs. Canavin's
daughter quit the U. of C.

today to go to work. She will not
have the pleasure next year of at-
tending lectures in "Benefactor"
Noyes' hall.

A jury
acquitted him of the charge of con-
spiring to escape from Matteawan
asylum. Next Monday afternoon
Justice Page will hear arguments on
a motion that may virtually set the
slayer of Stanford White free.

The verdict was returned at 12:20
this afternoon after the jury had been,
out about nineteen hours.
