Donnelly, who
seems to be a nice fellow, anuha.c.k
to your city empty—hmded writes
Siringo to The Day Book. He en-
cloges a clipping from the Santa Fe,
New Mexican which reads:

' “Siringo said the first Inkling of his
latest book reached the Pinkertons
through ‘The Day Book,” an adless
newspaper published in Chicago
every week day, which printed a two-
page review of the book declaring it
to be a big squeal on the Pinkertons.
