FAMOUS FUJI-YAMA “SACRED
MOUNTAIN."—Tell me, please, about
the Fuji-yama mountain. How high
is it and how is the name pro-
nounced?—K. L. T.

Fuji-yama, which means “wisteria
mountaln™—fuji is the wisteria flow-
er and yama Is mountain in Japan-
ese—pronounced ‘‘foo-je-ya-ma.”™ It
is the “sacred mountain” of Japan
and one of the most famous moun-
tains in the world.

Fuji-yama Is three miles high. It is
gituated 60 miles west of Tokio and
its towering heights may be seen far
out at sea.

Many beautiful shrines have
been built on the slopes and peaks of
the “sacred mountain” and Japanese
make frequent pilgrimages to thess
temples.
