'NAILED BY GOMPERS

A. F. of L. Head Goes Into Record of U. S. Inspectors—
Olander Shows More Funny Work by Redfield—
Eastland’s Capacity 1,220, Owners
Told ‘Congress.

The shipping trust, of which the
Roeckefollors and the 7. 8. Steel cor-
poration are the chief mctm'n. Is more
to blame than any person or interest
for the sinking of the Hastland, ac-
cording to Bamuel Gompers, presi-
dent of the American Federation of
Labor.
