The alibi letters written by Will

Orpet and presumed to be the state's
strongest evidence against the uni-
versity student, charged with the
murder of Marion Lambert, may be
increased to three, as Otto Peterson,
with whom Orpet left the matters to
be mailed, claims there were that
number.

Only one of the alibi letters is in
possession of State's Att'y Dady.
That is the one addressed to Marion
Lambert, which arrived at the Lake
Forest postoffice on Feb. 8, the day
she met her death, and was received
by her father the next morning.

Peterson, who was a chum. of 's,

says that on Feb. 7, two days
before Marian Lambert's death. Or-

pet 'handed him three letters which
he said he had written that after-
noon.

" Twant you to do me a favor,' he
said. 'I am going on a little visit to
Lake Forest My mother and father
have forbidden me to come home and N

I don't want them to know that I
have left college. I want you to drop
these three letters into the postoffice
after I have gone.'

"I paid little attention to the ad-
dresses on the envelopes. I know
that one was addressed to Marion
Lambert. I remember that another
was addressed to some Orpet, but
whether to Mr. or Mrs. Orpet I can-
not say. I do not know to whom the
third letter was addressed. If I read
the address of this letter I have for-
gotten it"

Orpet's father took the stand again
at the opening of court today.
