
FOURTEEN LABOR MEN GUILTY
THREE ACQUITTED

Fourteen labor men were found
guilty of conspiracy and three ac-
quitted today by a Jury In Judge
Scanlan's court The jury was 14
hours in reaching a verdict Six were
given prison sentences and eight
fined.

0 It was charged that the men ex-

torted money from contractors and
building owners by threats of strikes,
violence and vandalism.

A motion for a new trial was at
first denied and then granted. Judge
Scanlan was to hear pleas for a re-
trial this afternoon.

There was no demonstration when
the verdicts were read and sentences
imposed.
