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PLEA FOR QUICK DEATH TO
SAVE XMAS SORROW GRANTED

Qssining, N. Y., Dec. 19.—Sinnley
Millgtein, 19, and Charles Kumrow,
90, gave up three days of life in
which something might have. inter-
vened to save them that they migbt
spare their families the sorrow of
Christmas funerals, and went calmly
to their deathis in the eleetric chailr
hare at dawn Loday.

The execution was set for Friday.
They asked o be permitted to die
today.

Milistein was the youngest prison-
ar ever sent to death in Sing Sing.

Out in the prison office, unknown
to Kumrow, hia father sat from 3
o'elock in the morning until after his
gon's electricution. The elder Kum-
row biad traveled all day and all night
in & day coach in hope of seelng his
son before he died. This privilege
prison suthorities denied him:. The
old man sat silént among official
witnesses waiting in the warden's ol-
five unill the hour of electricution.
He watched them pass out In slngle
file behind the dapper little execu-
tioner and tall; white-haired keeper”
of the death house. His eyves rfol-
lowed them out the door grimly, but
he sald nothing. He was sitting in

1ha same position-they had letf him

swhen the little group returned.

Only onge in his lonely vigil from
# o'clock until the hour of death did
the father spenk and then it was to
utter & plea that he be permitted to
see his son.

“I just wont to see himt for & min-
ute. Just for s minute,” be begged.
*#is mother I nearly crazy over this
and 1 ean't g0 back to her without
some word from him.”

At 5:96 the guard stationed he-
tween the gaping chalr and the lit-
tle gray door snapped his fingers at
hig walting assistant

A boy's valce ealled out, “Good-by,
everybody,” und young Millsteln
stepped Mto the death chamber.

A tull, black-hnired boy. with even,
pleasing features, he did not appear

to be more than 18 years old He
glanced quietly st eagh pemson in the
bare little room as he sat down and
extended his arms and legs for the
attendants to fit the straps and elec-
trodes,

Kigsing the crucifix grasped in his
hand, he suffered the electric helmet
to be fitted over his head and his
face, masked in bluck leather. At
5:68 the Uitle electriclan, in full view
of the witnesses, shoved home the
chateh and sent the charge of death
whining through the wires Into the
praying boy's body.

Execution of Kumrow followed lm-
medintely.
