ONE YEAR IN JAIL -

London, Dec. 29.—Richard Cun-
ninghans 34, the lance-corporal who
killed his wife in a fit of grief over
her betraynl while he was in the
trenches. today began & sentence of
one year under a mansinughter
charge. The stern English jury frank-
Iy tempered justice with mercy in
Cunningham's case, in which the un-
written law played a deciding part.

Cunningham, taking his turn in
the trenches, was tormented by his
wife's silence. He seldom heard from
hier during his first few months with
the colors and later her letters ceased
altogether. Friends wrote him men-
tioning & mysterious caller at hig
home in London. The soldier wrote
1o local authorities in an effort to
learn what had become of his Httle
son, but reesived scant satisfaction
in the officlal replies with their lm-
personal wording and red tape.

At the first opportunity Cunning-
ham obtained leave from France and
returned home. A few days later the
police found him lsing unconsclous
acroes the dead form of his wife. Ehe
had been strangled.

An officer sald Cunningham was a
high type of soldler, without a single
biack mark against his name in the
army records. His former employer
gave him a similar good character,

the jury recommended that the con-
victed soldier oughl not to be com-
pelled to serve his term among com-
mon criminals,
