as Harold P. Brown stated it did
on a former occasion, it would still
be surely fatal, but perhaps not

In case it should not
go above 400 volts, Mr. Edison
thinks it might take some time to
produce death, and (ossibly might
faillodoso. The Auburn dynamo
is sat J to be callable of generating
1,200 volts, and with readily obtain-
able special appliances it would
generate I,GOO volts, or posibly
1,700. Tile machine is probably
all right. It was at the time ihe
bull was killed, and unless it has
been tanilivred with, must still be
amply eMeclive.

tablished by M. Antoine and a fen
friends several years ago and has
since been such a success that they
are now erecting a building for use
as largo and elegant as the Odcon.

He does not confess to
being himself an author, but he
says that there are thousands of
magnificent plays lying around
this country growing jellow and
dusty for lack of a hearing.
He protests to give them a chance,
and ho starts under rather more
favorable circumstances, he thlnls,
than did M. Antoine. His great
scheme Is to Like the manuscripts,
read them and have actors, pro-
fessional and amateur, read, re-
hearse aud eventually play them,
and as a result this production
will cost the author nothing.
