mullet beyond biika rliey returned In
September bringing back a great
quantity specimens of gold and coal
bearing rocks These specimens are
now In tht department ot the geologi-
cal survey There Is one large room
which Is filled wild tables loaded with
chunks ot Alaskan gold quartt There
is a specialist win has for weeks being
grinding chips from these rock speci-
mens Into leaves each ol which is
thinner than a sheet ol the finestI
writing paperI so thin in fact that it Is
entirely transparent These francs are
