Now About
Bankraptey.

New York, Jan. 16.~The Times says:
The reorganization and rehabilitation,
through bankruptey proceedings, of the
Natlonal S8hear company, 18 talked of
In the Wall street district., The com-
pany which had an authorized capital
of £,000,000, was promoted in 1888 and
recelved a charter in New Jersey, The
Shear trust, as it came to be known,
planned to control the greater part of
the shear interests of the country, In
this it failed

The first sign that the ¢
A a8 In trouble was on June 14th last,
when an attachment in favor of the
National Shoe and Leather Bank, of
Doston, for $5,751 on a note of the
company to the order of J, C, Pearson,
wus fssued and a sheriff's officer was
put In charge of the company's offices,
at 260 Broadway. This was followed
June 26th, by a petition In Involuntary
bankruptcy by A. E. Dennison, A, E.
Campbell, and L. E. Lyman with
claims amounting to $27,000,

Since the bankruptey proceedings
were Instituted attempts have bebn
made by the largest stockholders to
effect a reorganization with those in
bankruptey. Th.se have been unsuc-
cessful and the original proceedings In
the United Btates court will have to
take thelr course. One interested in
the company says:

“The shortest cut to reorganization in
this case Is bankruptey.”

The German embasgador In London,
Count Von Hatzfeldt, has informed the
German government that the selzures
were made upon the order of the Brit-
jsh admiralty and not of the foreign
oftl The Kkalser, however, considers
this a mere subterfuge.

It Is believed in court circles that
Admiral Von
Seden-Blebran, chiet of the imperial
marine cabinet, will retain a strietly
private character, he will drop a word
of the above tenor in the proper quar-
lers,
