On Saturday morning the editor of

the Deseret News was nccosted by an
esteemoed friend from the North, who
ohjected to the strong British gentiment
of the "News” ¢8 against the “much
abused Boers” of South Africs. He |
gtated that he had intended several
times 10 express his dissent by letter,
A short time afterwards, on the same
day, a Salt Lake reader of this paper
denounced what he cailed the pro-Boer
attitude of the Deseret News, and was
quite vehement In his few words of dis-
approbiation. These two dlssentients
filustrated the difficulty of writing =o
a8 1o sult persony of different views
and temperaments,

This morning we received a communi-
cation from the last-mentioned gentle-
man, in which he eritieises, in not very
temperate terms, the attitude of the
“'News” on the question of the war In
Bouth Africa, and particularly some re-
marks in our colurans on Wednesday
last, relative to the lnterview between
General Crodje and Lord Roberts after
the surrender of the Boer chief and his
command, The comment referred to
was based on a dispatch received that
day, and was gualified by our Introdug-
tory remarks, The matter was fully
explained in an editorial on Thursday,
and any one who has read the two arti-
cles with ordinnry care will have ob-
tainad a fair and correct comprehension
of the Incldent,

Our eritie indulges in  much com-
mendation of General Roberts, but
there f% not a gentence In hig letter on
that subject that hag not already ap-
peared substantially in  the Deseret
News. Further, we have made no com-
ment on the conduct of the war in
Bouth Africa, whether as relating to the
Boers or to the British, that has not
been warranted by the dispatches which
have conveyed the news of the progress
of the conflict and the course of the
troops and their commandevs on elther
side.

Jn touching on these and other pub-
lle questions, our friends who take op-
posite views must not expect the Des-
eret News to put on Boer binoculars or
British eye-glasses, Nor should they
désire us to wear the variously colored
spectacles worn by partisans on elther
side. It is quite funny to note the
comments of different persons with
sfrong proclivities, as to what they
read in public prints. The subject ap-
pears to them as looked at from their
own point of view, and Imagination al-
g0 frequently playy a very vivid part.

Just as it is in relation to the Bouth
African war, so it has been in regard
to matters political. Democrats have
eomplained about the evident Republi-
can leaning of the “News" and Re-
publicans have protested against the
Democratic blas of this paper. This is
vastly amusing to one who is not a
partisan. Although it {8 sometimes a
trifle unnoying, it furnishes food for
reflection, and shows the tendency of
the human mind to cast & tint from its
own peculiar color upon that which
comes before its observation, The habit
too, of some people, to add to what is
written that which they "read between
the lneg,"” and which rises up in thelr
own Imagination, or which they think
they digcern in the motive of the writer,
renders thelr criticiam usually locors
rect and frequently unjust and abso-

IS THE END IN VIEW?

As the detalls of the operations that
resulted in the eurrender of QGen.
Cronfe become fully known, Lord Rbb-
ertg’ generalehip appears to great ad-
vantage. It also appears prabable that
the effects of the eapitulation wiil be
more  far-reaching than at first sup-
posed,

The British gencral first drew off part
of Cronje's army and then flanked his
left with 4 mounted force, followed by
strong dlvigions of Infantry. The move-
ments were 2o rapid that the Boer com.
mander, notwithstanding his vigilance,
was taken by sarprige, and commenced
his retreat too late. Cronje did all in
his power to get outside the reach of
the pursuers, Hig foreed march of
thirty-four miles was an extremely
dangerous undertaking, but of no avail,
The British Infantry followed closely,
and General French's cavairy kept
abead of the Boers, and they were
finully surrounded. The success of the
brillantly conceived plan Jeaves no
doubt of the great military genlus of
the Britlshh samioander,

The effects of the vietory must be
dlzastrous o the Hoer cpuse, Even the
friends of the Bouth African Republies
belleve that it marks the beginning of
the end of the campalgn. Cronje's
army constituted at the outset about
one-third of the entire Boer forece, and
now that {t hag been scattered in all
directions, the power of resistance of
the burghers s that much reduced,
The Boer generals have no source from
which to draw recrults and replenlgh
their armies, At the outeet they put

fleld. They seem to have counted on a
general rising In British Fouth Africa.
But go far this hope has nol been real-
ized to any notable extent.
