CLEARING THE GROUND,

Galveston, Eex,, Sept, 11, via yacht
Stella to Houston Sept. 12-The good
people of Galveston are straining every
nerve to clear the ground and secure
from beneath the debris the bodles of
human beings and animals, and to get
rid of them, It {8 & tasgk of great mag-
nitude and is attended with untold dif-
ficulties, There 8 4 shortage of horses
to haul the dead and there is a short.
age of willlng hands to perform the
gruesome work., Yeaterday morning 1t
became apparent that it would be im.
possible to bury the dead in long
wrenches, and arrangemients were made
to take them to sea. Burges and tugs
were qulckly made ready for the pur.
pose, but it was difficult to get men to
work,

WORK I8 HARD,

The clty's firemen worked hard In
bringing bodies to the wharf, but out-
slde of them there were few who helped.

The work was In the hands of Alder.
man C, M, MeMaster, Captain Charles
Clark, James B, Hughes and others
These men pltched in, handling the
bodies themselves, and urging the few
nien they could pick up to work, Rev,
Father Kirwin, who went out to sum-
mon men for (he work, reported that
it was Impossible to get any conglder.
able number, and he urged that able
budiea men be Impressed. Soldlers and
pollicemen were sent out and every able
bodied man they found was marched to
the wharf front, The men were worked
fn relays, and weare Hberaily; but not
too plentitully, supplied with stimulants
to nerve them for thelr task, At night.
fall three barge londs containing about
700 human bodies hiad been gent o sea,
where they were sunk with welghts,
Darkness compelled sugpension of work
until morning. Toward night great diffi.
culty was experienced In handling bod-
les of negroeg, which are badly decom-
posed, The work today will be still
more dlffieult,

NO IDENTIFICATION,

No offort was made after 9 o'clock
yesterday moraing to place the bodies
in morgues for ldentification, for It was
imperative that the dea ghould be
got (o sea as soon as possible, Many
of the bodles taken out are unidentified,
They are placed on the barges as
quickly as posalble and lists are made
while the barges are being towed to
sea.

A large number of dead animals were
hauled to the bay and dumped In, to be
carried to gea by the tides,

One  hundred and  twenty-flve men
worked all day yesterday and last night
the machinery of the
waterworks from (he debris. It is
hoped that it will be possible to tusn
on the water for & while today and It {s
planned to eet fire to the debrie and
cremate the bodies burfed under It

Mayor Jones has given very full scope
to Chief of Paollce Ketchum and Mr, J.
H. Hawloy, chairman of the commitiee
on public gafety, to swear In citizens of
good character as officers, and has told
them that able bodied men must be
made to work or get off the island.

UNDER MARTIAL LAW,

The city, he sald, was under martial
law, Pleket lines have been established
around the large stores and guards
placed on duty. ‘The soldlers and police
are instructed to shoot any one caught
looting or attempting to loot. The jalls
are full and summary medsures are
necessary,

As the work of collecting bodles pro-
ceeds and reports come in of deaths,
it becomes apparent that the death list
will run much higher than was first re-
ported. Conservative estimates place
the number of dead In the ¢ity at 3,000,
Other points of the coast also suffered
and reports are that the main land,
Galveston Island and Bolivar peninsu-
Ja are strewn with dead,

A rellef train from Houston with 250
men on board and two carloads of pro-
vissions came down over the Galveston,
Houston and Northern raflvcad yester-
day to within five mileg of Virginia
Point. It was Impossible to get the
provisions or any conslderable number
of the men to Galveston, 80 attention
was turned to burying the dead lying
around the mainland country.

FRESH WATER OBTAINED,

It was reported that the steamer
Lawrence had left Housgton with pro-
visions and 100,000 gallons of fresh
water, There 1s no fresh water famine
here, us the pipes from the supply wells
are running at the receiving tanks. It
Is difficult, however, to get It to parts of
the clty, where it I8 needed.

Bridge Foreman Patterson, of the
Gulf and Interstate rallroad, reached
Galveston last evening from Beaumont,
having walked about half the distance.
He reports that Beaumont did not suf-
fer much from the storm. Two lives
were lost from live wires,

Col. L, J. Polk, general manager of
the Culf, Colorado and Santa Fe rall-
road, stated that all of the bridges
ncross Galveston bay are gone, nothing
remaining but the plies. He said it
would take ten days or two weeks to
restore rall communieation to Galves-
ton, provided work can be instituted at
once from the mainland,

PRESIDENT SENDS VESSELS.

Washington, Sept, 12 ~The President
has received a tele from Governor
Bayers, of Texas, ing that a llght
draft vessel he sent to Galveston to as-
slst In communication between the
islands and the mainland., The mes-

sage was referred to the treasury de-
partment and an order was {ssued to
the revenue cutter Winona at Moblle

to proveed to Galveston at once. The
light-house board ordered the light-
house tender Arbutus, now at New

Orleans, to clear Immediately for Gal-
veston.

The cutter Galveston, which was an-
c¢hored in Galveston harbor at the be-
ginning of the storm, Is presumed to
have put to ses. Three  days have
elapsod since ghe was heard from and
there are fears for her safety.

VANDALISM 18 HORRIBLE.

Dallag, Texas, Sept, 12-W. H, Mc-
Grath, manager of the Dallax Electrie
Company, reached Dallas today direct
from Galvesion last night. He says;

“Vandalistn at Galveston has been
horrible. The most rigid enforcement
of martial law has not been able to
suppress it entirely, Adjutant General
Seurry's men have arrested a hundred
or more negroes. Forty-three of these,
found with effects taken from dead
bodies, wire ordered trled by a court
martial, They were convie! and or-
dered ghot, One negro bad 25 Angers
with rings on them In his pocket.

Up to this time Mitchell and the ors
ganization have been trying to secure
a gettlement with the managers of the
anthracite coal mines, The railroad
companjes control 72 per cent of the
mining output, and as & last resort Mit-
chell has telegraphed a warning to the
presidents of the Pennsylvania, Lehigh
Valley, Delaware and Hudson, Delas
ware, Lackawanua & Western, Central
of New Jersey, Philadelphia & Read-
ing, Erie, New York, Susquehanna and
Western, Delaware, Susquehanna and
Schuylkill, and New York, Ontarlo &
Western companies,

strike I8 Imminent in the anthracity
coal fleld of Pennsylvania, If |t comes
ft will have an injurious effect, not
only upon the coal reglons, but upon
all communities where anthracite coal
is sold, transported or used, The publie
therefore Is (nterested in the result. As
the company, of which you are presi-
dent, coutrols mines in the anthracite
regions, we, the authorized representa.
