Will Try Another Season in Sevier, to Tes
the Sugar Beet Industry,

Messrs, Cutler and Austin State Plaln
Bustness Facts — Price of
Heets tor 1901,

Richfield, Bevier €p., Nov. 2.—The
beet growers of Bevier county assem-
bled In convention: Wednesgay even-
ing, and all day Thursday. Manager

Cutler of the Utah Bugar company was
the principal speaker at the first sese'
sion, He sald that the experimental
tests made upon the beets ralsed In
Banpete and climatic conditions of
these counties Is such as Lo insure nN‘
erection of a factory here provided the
farmers will produce a sufficient quan-
tity of beets to make the same & pay-
ing proposition, He assured us that the
factory would be forthcoming as goon
as the people make ready for It by
producing the beets. It wonld be neces-
gary for the two countles to ralse 30,-
000 tons per annum to make the fac-
tory a success, Sanpete and Sevier
countles are asked to furnish 4,000 acres
of beets for the Lehl factory next year
at a price 50 cents per ton In advance
of what was paid this year, Thizs sea-
son $4.60 per ton was paild at the fac-
tory, and it cost $1 per ton to ship the
beets there, Next yenr $4.76 will be paid
per ton at the factory and the sugar
company will, In addition to this, pay
25 cents per ton on the freight, thus
glving the farmers an advantage of 50
cents per ton over last year. The beet
growers feel encouraged and will take
up the work with a vim next season,

BOISE, 1DAHO,
DROWNED IN SNAKE RIVER.

John Whalen Loses His Life in Pe-
culiar Manner, :

Boise, ldaho, November 2.—John
Whalen was drowned In the SBnake
river at Hall's ferry on the

the Bureau and went on toward the
Snake, It was late at night, it being
about 2 a. m. when they approached
the ferry. 1

It seems as though Whalen did not
realize he had reached the river, for
he went over the bank into the stream,
There was one mule tied to the bell
mare, Just what occurred is not known,
but it seems as though the mule fell on
top of the horse and rider in front, asa
plece of the lining of the drowned
man's coat was found caught in one
of the mule's rhoes,

Burk was about 100 wards hehind
He at once realized that something
was wrong and, riding up hurriedly,
called to Whalen but received no an-
swer. The maré reached shore drag-
ging the mule behind her, but the rider
had disappeared. The mule was
drowned

A search was made the next day hy
men whom Burk employed for the
purpose but the body of the drowned
man could not he found,

Decessed was about 45 vears of age
and was without family, He was ouite
well known in Rolse and at Pearl, hav-
fng a mining claim in the Pearl ¢
