A very Important declslon was ren-
dered by the Supreme court today, The
case Is one that obtalned .gr:-:lt no-
torlety, and caused some unfavorable
action toward the defendant from the
national administration. It s that of
John C, Graham, formerly postmaster
at Provo city, who wae convicted In the
Third district court of unlawful eohabi-
tation, The alleged plural wife resided
for a time In Salt Lake county, and the
legal wife was sald to Le living in Utah
coupty, or vice versa, The complaint
was that he lived with more than one
woman as his wife in Salt Lake county,
between January 1 ind May, 1889,

It will be re d that the Desers-
et News took the ground that the de-
fendant could not be lawfully convicted
of the offense charged, when the facts
stated In the complaint showed that he
lived with only one womdn as his wife
in Salt Lake county. We were derided

a milllon dollars a week could be
poured into the distriet for gome time,
to ald the strikers.

This may be a too gangulne view of
the strength of the laborers, but there
can be no doubt that the operatora
would make a mistake, were they to
cut down the wages now, Public sym-
pathy would at once be with the méen.
It always I8 when employers in thmes
af prosperous activity attempt to low=
er the wages., And then, In all proba-
billty a strike now accom
panled by rlots and perhaps bloodghed,
Publie opinfon will condemn the party
regponsible for such occurrences,

The wage question, particularly when
%0 many individuals are involved,
should be gettled peacefully, An Indus-
trial contest means starvation to Wo-
men and children as well as to the
men, It {8 to be earnestly hoped that
at the coming convention a spirit of
falrness may prevail, and that any ex-
isting differences may be adjusted in
wocordance with the best intervests of
all econcerned.

SLAVERY IN THE SOUTH.

San Francisco Call,

Last year the discovery was made

that a large number of negroes were
held in the convict camps in Georgla
and worked under the lash who had

never been convicted of any crime nor
gentenced by any court. They had been
lured into the camps :nptl theveafter de-
tained by force. Among them were
found women who had entered the
camps to visit relatives and were for-
bidden to depart. One of these had
carried with her a baby boy, that had
been kept and had nearly grown to
manhood as & conviet. The mother had
been repeatedly whipped by the over-
seer to compel her to render uncom-
pensated service, The gtory of wrongs
endured by her and other innocent per-
gons held [n slavery as criminals caused
o passing sensatlon, There {8 no evi-
dence that the State took any steps to
right the wronge or punish the wrong-
doers,
