WAS CLEANING A REVOLVER

HRumor of Sulelde, but That Theory
Not Sustaloed by Facts—Died
at 10:30 Last Night.

it was useless to him, He returned to
the bed room and in & few minutes the
family heard a ghot and running Into
the bed room, found Knudson lylng on
the bed groaning.

A hasty summons was sent to Dr.
Root, but after a brief examination,
he pronounced the wound fatal, The
bullet did not touch the lungs but en-
tering - the bowels, produced hem-
