GRAND PIONEER REUNION,

Pioneers and Sons and Daughters in

Annual Gathering,
Special Correspondence,

Springville, Utah Co., June 21—
Thirty-eight of the ploneers of 1847, to
gether with a host of the sons and
daughters of the ploneers, were In al-
tendance at thelr annual re-union held
here today in the Latter-day Sainls’
meeting houge, President Joseph ¥,
Smith was present also Apostle Reed
Smoot,

The old famillar ploneer hymn,
“Come, come ye Saints, no toll or labor
fear,” was led by Brother George Har-
vison, President David John offered
prayer. The organization of the as-
sociation and dts purposes was then
briefly explalned by Apostle 8moot, the
president of the assoclation,

Mayor Mont Johnson, in a fitting ad-
dress, welcomed the pioneers and thelr
sons and daughters to the hospitality
of the city of Springville.

Mrs. Susa Young Gates was then In-
troduced and made a short address,
while culogizinfi the work of the
ploneers she sald the plan had origin-
ated with the Prophet Joseph Smith,
who was Inspired by the Almighty (o
point out the wav for the establish-
ment of Hig people in the west,

A recitation by Miss Pear] Yates fol-
lowed,

President Joseph F. 8mith after con-
gratulating the people of Utah county
on the large number of ploneers still
living and resgiding among them, gave
u lengthy and Inteersting address
on the divine calling of Joseph Smith
as a prophet, substantiating the fact
that the Prophet Joseph counseled and
planned the removal of his people and
the Church to the Rocky Mountalns,
glving the names of a company of
twenty-five men who were selected
prior to his death for the purpose of
being the van guard and explorers of
the route and loeation to which the
Saints should migrate, where they
should be beyond the reach of the peo-
ple that were at that time 8o cruelly
pergecuting them,

Levl Kendail, one of the ploneers of
the first company, then gave a spirit-
ed account of the exodus from Nauvoo,
the crossing the Mississippl river on
the fce and the hardships encountered
In crossing the great plains,

A trio was then rendered by George
Harrigon, Joseph Tuckett and Walter
Wheeler., The words of this song were
composed for the occasion by the vel-
eran poet, Willlam Clegg.

Other speeches followed until well
past the noon hour, when, at the bugle
call of Prof. Miller, the entlre company,
led by the ploneers, took up ghe line of
march to the commodious Reynolds'
hall, where a grand banquet was
sorved and the brethren and sisters of
Springville In attendance spared no ef-
fort to make their numerous visitors
feel happy and joyous on the oceasion
of their visit. The Maccabee band « as
out in full force and discoursed sweet
musie,

Lars E. Eggertson wag the toast mas-
ter at the banquet, Among the gems
presented was the beautiful sentiment
of Mrg, Tenle 8moot Taylor, In re-
sponding to the toast “A Birth on the
Plains,” pald a beautiful tribute to the
heroines of “Mormonism," those women
who willingly placed thelr lives in the
balance with death undercircumstances
that, to our people of today, seem al-
most unbearable, She closed by say-
ing: “Whin Utah's structure of fame
is completed, let there be sacredly in-
seribed in the highest niche the fol-

lowing: The Ploneer Mothers, the
Greatest Heroines of the Nineteenth

Century.'"”

Returning to the meeting house, af-
ter the singing of the hymn, O ye
mountains high,” the speeches were re-
newed, Interspersed with recitations,
Sister B. M. Whiting's “Women of
Utah.” being h notable feature, as was
also the address of Aunt Zina Young,
Bp. Hill, Kate Houtz, Prof. J. M, Tan-
ner were also among the gpeakers, and
geveral original poems were read.
