Duncan Has S8omething to 8ay About

Columbia's Tactics,

Newport, R, L, Sept, 5,—~Mr. W, Butler
Duncan was seen aboard the Constitu-
tion after the last race with Columbia
and asked concerning the Columbia's
tactics In the jockeying before the
start. He was not digposed to complain
although he did not think Capt. Barr's
action was in accordance with the
rules

“I do not think Capt: Barr had a right
to crowd us ag he did belore we
crosged the line" he sald. "“The Co-
lumbia bore down on us at least three
times, We shall make no protest,how-
ever, a8 there is nothing to protest
These boats areracing in order that the
challenge committee may fudge which
ig the better yacht under different con-
ditions of sailing,. We are not contest-
ing for a cup, 1 have no complaint to
make about the ineldent. In the con-
ditlon In which Colurabia had us when
we came down to the line, to jibe and
cross at the other end was the only
thing for the Constitution to do., The
boat is doingsmuch better, 1 think It
ig due to the sallg”

Capt. Barr of Columbla was not much
fnelined to talk about the Incldent at
the starting line, although he felt that
he was clearly within the rules.

“We certainly did not break any
rules,” he =ajd “I am quite sure that
if the Constitution were inclined to
make a protest to the committee the
decision would be in our favor. I would
be glad If the Constitution should make
such a protest to settle the point.”

DESERTER HOWARD,

Is in Jail and Wil Soon be Court~
Martinled.

Manila, S8ept, 4, —Lieut, Hazzard, of
the Third eavalry, has brought in here
Arthur Howard, the American deserter
who was recently captured by the
Licutenant while in command of some
gcouts in the Island of Mindoro,

He was placed In jall and will ghort-
Iy be court-martialed

Howard denies that he was ever an
American soldler. He claims he was
born in Spain, that his father was Eng-
lish and his mother Spanisgh; but that
he espoused the cauge of the Fillpinos,

In 1898, after peace was declared, he
gays he went to Hongkong and re-
turned in 1808, ag Agulnaldo's chief of
artillery,  While in that position, How-
ard also saysg, he made friends with
many Americans before the insurrec-
tion, Including Gen. Greene. He cast
his Jot with Agulnaldo at the time of
rupture with Amerlcans, and he says
that he brought In sixteen American
prisoners under a flag of truce at An-
goles In September, 1599,

Howard denleg that he eommanded
the force at San Mateo which killed
ten, Lawton.  He speaks ke an edu-
cated Englishman,

ldeut, Hazz u%m\a he, himself, saw
Howard at Angéles In 1888,  Two form-
er California volunteers today identi-
fled Howard as n deserter from their
regiment, named Walley, of company
A, who deserted In 1589,

He bowed repeatedly while
approaching the throne and his volce
was agitated while he was reading the
Imperial address, The entire manner
of Emperor William was caleglated (o
Impressg Prince Chun with the solemnity
of the ceremonial. He spoke emphati-
cally and seriously, emphasizing par-

ticularly the word "civilized."

The ceremony lasted only ten
minutes. In the meantime gix Chinese
dignitaries of the highest rank, who
were halted In the antercom remained
there perfectly motionless and speech-
less, awaiting Prince Chun’'s return
with evident anxicty. Prince Chun re-
tirel backward from the threne room,

bowing profusely

Emperor William  recelved Prince
Chun at noon in the presence of the
royal princes, Daron von  Richthofen,
the foreign secretary, the principal
ministers and generals and the court
dignitaries. The prince read a letter,
written in yellow ink to the emperor,

LETTER OF CHINESE EMPEROR,

The great Emperor of the Chinese
empire to his Majesty, the great Ger-

Ever since the empires have been mu-
