MINING BELOW QUICKSAND.

A Clever Piece of Engineering in
Lousiana.

The practicabllity of mining salt
Lthrough qulcksand has been demons
trated on Weeks Island, in Ilberia
parigh, and the success of the undy-
laking opens up a great industrial pos-
sibility fur Loulsiana, For more than
(wo years efforts have been made to
reach the salt through the quicksand,
ind now the difficulties have Dbeen
overcome by the Myles Salt company
by sinking a caisson and the applica~
tion of other methods.

The process by which the calsson for
the shaft was sunk and secured s {n-
teresting In many way. The calsson 18
composed of elreular steel bands rome
1% Inches In height, and as one |8 sunk
another I8 riveted to it, with piteh
paper between to make {t airtight, the
earth belng taken out ag the calsson
sinks down, It took 43 feot of this
sinking and mining to reach the quick-
sand, when the water was forced back
by the appileation of compressed wr,
the calsson meanwhile having been
capped by an awrlock. The pressure
at the distance below the surface was
from 18 to 20 pounds per square inch,
8O 4 very powerful pressure was neces-
sary to keep the shaft clear of water,
but this was done, and passing through
i stratum, of ciay overiyving the sait

HBelow that the salt was penetratoed,
ind & wooden calsson, running from
the water line 50 foet above, L0 a pres-
ent depth of 98 feet below the surface,
was put in, and then the process of
ementation began, First the rock salt
was smoothed off and cut In, when It
vis heated to an Intenege heat by (he

flames from compressed air blowpipes,
and the cement, consisting of pitch and
asphalt, was poured over, filling up

the intersticos and sticking to every
rack and cranny. Over this was lwud
a covering of céement, the whole not
only securing the calsson, but making
it absolutely alr and water tight and
permitting the uninterrupted work of
the minevs,

But the mining will not stop at this
depth of 93 feet. Instead 1t will be
sunk to a depth of from 300 to 400 feel,
while tunnels will be run and mined,
and the pure rock galt brought to the
surface for distribution all over the
United States and Canada. For this
purpose the Southern Pacific Rallroad
company has already begun the con-
atruction of a spur some three miles
vut from its main line.

By the sinking of rods at varlous
points surrounding the shaft it has
heen ascertained that the salt strata
Is & mile or more In width, while the
hottom has never been reached, af-
fording what I8 practically an inex-
haustible supply of the finest salt in
