{ng from the south in & drove, When it
i congldered that the lodge "7 come
11' has barely been in existence [or
ninety days they made a very Impos-
ing appearance in their pearl-griy dus.

masgcot goat they brought along with

The delegation left Tintic over the

Ovegon Short Line at 7:90 this morn-
ing and arrived In Salt Lake punctual
to the minute at 19 o'clock, Jim Love

was at the throttle and Henry Walsh
wasg the conductor of the train, so it
goes without saying that no time was
Jost on the way.

The miners were met at the depot by
Director General Stoll and the full
band, after mutual introductions the
parade swung into line, headed by Col,
Hans Hassell, the tallest Elk in the
country. Hasgsgell wore the regulation
hat, the crown of which towered fully
seven feet above the ground, He also
wore g palr of shoes that had enocugh
Jeather in them to make up & complete
hide, From an suthentic source It wns
lekrned that they were No, 16's, und hig
fret are st} growing,

Immedlately behind the big man, who
bore & mastodonic miners’ candie,
came F, H. Btewart and John Allen,
hanging on for dear life to a little olk
of the genus Irish Goatibug, who had
his eye upon a big theatrical poster
outside the “News" building and re-
fused to be comforted as he had had
his breakfast very early this morning
and was hungry. The goat was en-
dowed with a palr of horns of gener-
ous proportions which were painted
purple and hedecked with ribbhons. He
also wore a storm coat which bore the
legend “Guess My Name; 1 am in this
Thing, too." No sooner had Director
Stoll set eyes on this animal than he
Immediately appointed a committee to
steal the goat, The committee will ex-
ecute the dastardly act at o later dute.

To the straing of martial music Mar-

ghals ¥ H Holzheimer and
James Crooks followed by  the
cream of Tintic soclety stepped out

bravely. There was Cliy Marshal Gus
Henriod, the man who caught Dyna-
miter S8mith, and his right hower Dan
Cronan endeavoring to dance a polka
mazurka in their efforts to keep In
step; Jerry Dyiscoll and (George Hays,
all swelled up with the thought that
they had no one with them to keep

Afterwards the delegation was photo-
graphed, fucluding the goat and a car-
riage containing Mrs. W, M. Nesbitt
and her little son McKinley, Mrs, Dr
Monahan and Mre, Hans Hassell, They
then broke for uptown to meet late this
afternoon and egcort the Ogden delega-
tion from the Short Line depot.
