fees. That a restraining order be Is-
pued to prevent the defendant from
disposing of hig property until the ac-
tion s decided, The restraining order
was granted.

United SBtates Department of Agricul-
ture, Idaho sgection, climate and crop
bulletin of the weather bureau,

Dolse, Idaho, Sept. 24, 1901-~Though
the mean temperature for the week was
below the ndrmal the first part of the
week wasg remarkable for high dry tem-
perature.  However, the nilghts were
cool and frosty. Falr weather prevalled
until the 2ist, when general showers
commenced  throughout . the western
gectiong and continued to the 24th, At
this writing the ghowers are in pro-
gregs In the eastern sections, Much
high wind is reported as having oc-
curred in the eastern countles,

CROPS,

The crop season has practically clos-
ed gince all the staple crops are safe
Against inclemencies of weather. The
haying season is over and threshing of
grain is so nearly complete that it is
being done only in a few localities, Ap-
ples, prunes and pears are gtill being
shipped, but activity in the shipment
of all apples will not begin until about
October 10th,

It Is thought that the hay erop of

?

(low pressure areas) that develop over
the plateau region of the Rocky Moun-
tains luck moisture, consequently, move
more slowly than other low pressure
arens and subject the peopls, stock and
crops in the eastern &tates 0 a pro-
longed perfod of Intense heat,  If such
be true, then the addition of maoisture
through lrrigation would tend to guick-
en the movement of the heat waves,and
Irrigation in the west be a benefit to
the people of the east rather than an
evil, since the heat waves recelving
molsture  would move rapldly and
ghorten the duration of the heat perfod.

The efforte of the author to convey
the impresgion that heat waves that
linger over the plateau reglon are the
result of irrigation must fail, since the
records of the weather burcau extend.
ing back to the time when irrigation
was not in general practice in the west
prove that heat waves have ever (le-
veloped ip the plateau reglon and drift-
ed eastward, much after the fashion of
those of the past season. Furthermore
they are Jikely to go on developing In

the future ag In the past without al-
teration, Man's attempts to chang
nature's plan as to ellmate are puny

and profitless,

It is my Impresgsgion that the generally
accepted theory that lrrigation has a
tendency to temper the climate and
make it moré. hablitable through In-
croased evidence of husbandry I8 true.
No material elimgtic change I8 likely
to take place In the west through irrl

gation, and certainly no amount of
moisture digtributed over the west will
affect the climate of the east In the

least,

Fall potato digging has scarcely
begun, but the prospect is for a yleld
below the average,

Recent rains have softened the ground
and enabled general plowing to be
done. In some sectlons some seeding
of fall grain was accomplished during
the past week and may be expected to
be prosecuted with activity during the
succeeding ten days,

The long continued drouth materially
Impaired the mountain ranges, and the
searcity of water and grass in sections
removed from the maln water courses,
were a disadvantage to the gtock, but
cattle and gheep are in falr to good cone
dition,
