It was Purple Day yesterday,
the druggists have cornered all
hromo, Thig morning severa! thousand
people were engaged In energetically
removing the confettl from thelr attire,
while perhaps a smaller number wer
engaged in the pastime of getting pre-
scriptions filled for headaches super-
induced by the nolse, likewisge a sojourn
in the German beer garden,

It g safe to say that Salt Lake City
has never before seen such wholesale |
doin’s a8 were enacted in the beer gar-
den.,  The clags that Is charitably
called “the sporting element” were In
complete possession and towards mld-
night all kinds of scenes were enncted
which digcounted the Moulln Houge In
Parls. The girls who served the beer
retired from the scene shortly after
eleven, utterly worn out with their ex-
ertions, The crowd, however, stayed
on and “rushed the growler,” took pos-
session of the vaudeville stage and gave
some impromptu turns amid several in-
ciplent riots and general disorderliness.
It was not until the lights had been
turned out that the place was eventual-
ly cleared and then the crowd scattered
and made night hideous all over town
with their whoops and reyelry.

PURPLE PARADE.

The festivities were ushered in by the

long heralded purple electrical parade
early In the evening, The Elks have
been promising so much that apparent-
ly pretty nearly the entire population
turned out on the streets to sec just
what these fellows were going to do,
Those who saw the parade testfy that
the Klks kept their promise, There were
some people who did not see the pi-
rade, but it was not their fault, They
pushed and pulled energetically, butl |
the solid phalanx of humanity In front
refuged to budge an luech, The stoocla
weré nacked and a view of Bus' '
ple street at § p, m, from a cvoihi 0|
vantage revealed a sea of [aces ani o
swaying mass of humanlty from South
Temple to Third South strects,
traffic was suspended on toe mmn‘
streets and the thoroughfares were
given over to the populace and the
parade.
The police and mounted marghals at
the head of the pageant literally had
t¢ force an opening through the sgea of
humanity to make way for the pro-
cesslon, Amid the blare of half a
dozen bands, the firing of torpedoes and
the glare of red fire and Roman candles
the puarade glowly made fts wiay up
Jast Temple street, east on South Tem-
ple, southt on State to First Houth,
thence west 1o West Temple and down
to the carnlval grounds. It ia estim-
ated that there were fully 25,000 people
along the line of march and when the
parade wag over the rush for ten cent
tickets was simply terrific. The know- |
ing ones, however, did not wait until
then but had entered the enclosure
nhead of the procéssion..
