where over forty men of company C,
Ninth infantry, were killed by Insur-
gents, who attacked the troops while
at breakfast Saturday last. The men
who have reached Tannan say that the
officers of the compuny, who were at
flrst reported to have epcaped, were
killed with the majority of the cowm-
pany, The troops were attacked, while
unprepared, by 400 bolomen, of whom
the Americans killed about 140. Many
of the soldiers were killed in their
quarters before they had time to grasp
their rifles. Gen. Hughes is going to
the scene of the disaster and wili per-
gonally command the troops.

A MURDER SOCIETY.

A new branch of the Katipunan has
been discovered at Tarlac, capital of
the province of that name, The object
of the society Is the slaughter of the
whites. Marcelino Mariville, president
of Ranoang, is the chlef of the new
branch, which includes numbers of the
native c-onstahulnrr. who were recent-
ly armed, One policeman admits that
he was taxed a dollar and was ordered
to make bolos, A regular collection has
been made by the organization from
the natives, elther by persuasion or
threats, and an uprising had been
planned for an early date.

The conditions in Tayanbas and
Batangas aré not re-assuring. The
worst form of guerrilla warfare pre-
valle there. The insurgent forces are
digtributed, under cover, along every
road and trail, and walt for travelers
fn ambush, The insurgent leader, Ca-
ballos, (who formerly belonged to Gen.
Cailleg' command, but who refused to
surrender with Cailles), Is retreating to
the mountains. The main forces of the
insurgents ave scattered in banids over
the province, where they dig up vifles
when there {8 an opportunity to use
them,

ATTACK ON CUARD DEPREND

Friends 6f McKintey's Family-Do Kot Believe
Was Any Attempt to Désscrate Tomb,

Make No Attempt to Explain Strange
Story—Military Authorities
Very Mum,

Canton, Ohio, Sept. 80.—Friends of
the tamily of the late President McKin-
ley emphatically discredit bellef in the
{dea that the shot reported fired by the
Guard Deprend at Westlawn cemetery
fast night was on account of any at-
tempt to degecrate the tomb. They do
not attempt to explain the strange
story of the guard or sccounts for the
firing of the shot which the cemetery
officials and other regidents nearby say
they heard, and they do not belleve two
men would undertake to make an at-
tack upon the vault with seventy sol-
diers on guard or near at hand,

1t 18 believed the military authorities
will make a thorough investigation of
the stories by the soldiers on guard
Sunday night. There are unconfirmed
rumors that the shot was fired on ac-
¢ount of an accidental fall and also
that it was the result of personal dif-
ferences. The ofMicers in cuarge early
{nstructed soldlers not to talk of the

affair.

The statements of the guard made
Sunday night could not be obtained un-
t!1 the officerds had secured thelr re-
ports {rom them and while the officers
declined to be quoted they werd nade
with thelr knowledge and in thelr pres-
ence,

None of the officers would exproxs
an opinion as o what the object of the
intruders may have been and they also
fnstructed the men net to discuss the
ooccurrence with outsiders.

COMMANDER MILLER.

but afterwards he had trouble with his
machinery, so that by May 23 and 24 he
would have hesitated In trying to se-
cure & speed of more than seven knots.
He read from the colller's log to show
that the lowa, the Massachusetts and
the Castine had been coaled on the 23rd
and 24th. No record was found of the
