)| LARGE MEETING
AT THE THEATER

Sermons by Four Eminent Episco-
pal Clergymen,

BISHOP POTTER NOT PRESENT

Bishop Tuttle Expresses Gratitnde
Over Present Conditions InUtahi
Praiscs War Record of State,

The Balt Lake Theater was crowded
last night from the ground floor to the
second gallery and many people stood
up to witness the religlous exercises of
tie Episcopal church and to hear some
eminent divines of that organization.
There was marked disappointment over
the absence of Blghop Potter, which, as
explained by Bighop Leonard, was due
to the latter's necessity of golng back
to Ogden yesterday afternoon in order
lo secure accomodations to the coast
A letter from him was read In which
he expressed the Intention of spending
o Sabbath In Salt Lake on hig return
from San Francisco, when he would be
pleased to address the people of this
clty,

Those who spoke last night were
Bishop Gallor of Tennessee, the Lord
Bishop of Newcastle, Kngland; Bishop
Dudley of Kentucky, and Bishop Tut-
tle of 8t, Louls, These gentlemen spoke
of the orlgin of the Prolestant Kplscos
pial church and endesvored to explain
what that c¢hurch stande for,

Bilsnop Leonard presided over the sers

viees wuc after the opening exercises he
extended a cordlal wicome o the visit-
ing clefgymen. In his introductory re-
marks he gald he would divide the ba-
#18 of Christian work into three propo-
gition,:

“Firet, that the great principles of
modern clvilization and the develop-

ment of our institutions rest upon
Christiap  principles and  Christian
truths; second, that more and more

througa the mists of thme we have come
to understand that the whole battle
wag fought about the person of Jesus
Christ; and third, that it ¢ lmpossible
i the history of the Christian gospel
and its influence In the world to under-
gtand fully and completely the work of
Christ without an understanding of that
higtorical institution which He founded
and which has come down to our own
time, and in which we believe when we
say, 'l belleve in the holy Catholic
church,”

BISHOP GAILOR'S REMARKS,

Bishop Gallor began his remarks Ly
gaying that it was hard 10 talk about
the Episcopal church because there
never was an institution more misun-
derstood, But he aflirmed that the
Epigcopal  church 18 in sym-
piathy with modern insthutions
and modern feelings, in short
the church. stood for liberty, He
gald that the Interestg of nations in-
terplay and intermingle as never before
in the world's history, Individualism s
passing and institutions arg taking its
place. Bishop Gallor went on to ex-
plain the almg and purposes of the
Episcopal church,

BISHOP OF NEWCASTLE TALKS.

The next gpeaker was the Right Rev«
erend Lord Bishop Jacobs of Newcas-
tle, who said that he visited Utah eigh-
teen years ago, and at that time he
little thought that eighteen years hence
he would address as Bishop of Newcas-
tle, the magnificent audience that con-
fronted him, He sald that the message
of the Episcopal “church was simply
repentance and the remission of sins,
This Is the message, he suld, that every
member of his church was In duty
bound to take to the nationg of the
earth,

He said further that the Christian
gospel 18 the mortal dynamlc of the
world, that 1s that the love of God was
the force that moved men to righteous-
Ness,

BISHOP DUDLEY'S REMARKS,
Bishop Dudley of Kentucky proved to

be a speaker of superior abile
fty, and was listened to very
closely, He gald that the Epis-
copal church stood for Uberty. It

did not set up a cast-iron standard of
morals for men to conform to, because
temptations are not allke to all men,
While his gon might be tempted by the
musie of the dance, it would have no
temptation for him. no matter how
sweet the musie, polished the floor or
how beautiful the woman, But perhaps
in a few days hence, In 8an Francisco,
when parties were grranged, when one
man or another had hig purpose to
gain, then he would be tempted 2o sore.
ly that it would require all his strength
to resist,

RISBHOP TUTTLE SPEAKS

Ar Bishep Tuttle stepped to the fronmt
of the stage he wag greeted with loud
applause, indleating that the good man
Is atill ¢loge In the affections of the
people of Salt Lakeé, He sald he was
Klad to see 8o many prominent hishops
present and asked them §f they ecould
find anywhere in America or England a
more appreciative, attentive or revers
ential audience than the one they were
facing. "And.” he added, “"may I tell
these friends that we are Methodists,
and that we are Preghyterlans, and that
we are Baptists, and that we are Lu-
therans, and that we are Hebrews, and
that we are Latter-day Saints, who came
more than fifty years ago and under
the severest strain of hardship founded
this city whose kind hospitality we are
now enjoving, We are all sorts and con-
dittons of men gathered here tonight,
and yet are we not In the unity of
apirit, and the bond of peace, and 1 hope
in righteonsness of life, well?

SERMON AT ST, MARK'S.

Bishop Tuttle Makes an Interesting
Heminiscent Address.

PBishop Tuttle was the speaker at the
1. Mark's cathedral yesterday morn-
ing. und he had an audience to talk to
that crowded the auditorium to over-
flowing His remarks, which were
closely followed, were In part as fol-
lows,;

“It has fallen to my luck to preach

before po many of my old friends”
“T see  Dbefore e the dear faces
which remind me of those who

have passed into the great beyond, To
stand where for fifteen years 1 stood
among those whom [ had learned to
love 80 much, 18, Jndeed, a blessed priv-
ilege, and this occasion I8 made many
fold more pleasurable (o me inasmuch
a8 it brings me into contact with so
many leading spirits of our church
from all partg of the country.

“When [ firgt came to Salt Lake the
mother church In England sent me
between L700 and £800 with which to
gpread the good work, but the frst
large wift was from a Presbyterian of
8t. Louis, who sent 31,000, We made
our first start In a bowling alley back
of the Walker house and on July 186,
1867, 1 confirmed my first clags of twen-
ty-one in Independence hall, the bulld-
Ing now occupled as a  school for
terpiachore.

“You ail know the hisgtory of our
trinlg and struggles from that time
until we dedicated this fine cathedral,
and how nobly, through love, law, faith
and morality, our efforts have been
crowned with success, Just the same
us a horse, according to the Seriplures,
{8 a vain thing to save man, 8o are
love and faith. But it is not the gun
which I8 a power of strength and force,
ft 1& the man behind the gun. It was
not for the reason of her being a
queen that eqnmanded the respect and
pdmiration for Vietoria. The beautiful
qualites of her womanly nature com-
pelled the whole world to love her”

Bishop Tuttle concluded with a warm
eulogy of the late President McKinley.

WESTERN STOCK MARKET,

Kansas City 8tock Yards, Sept, 26~
The combination of high corn and low

cattle has been the cause of much figur:
ing since crop returns have reached a
point at which rellable estimates can
be made and at the pr(-svul price of
feeders, the merging of the two Into a
high priced beef commodity has begun
to look Iike a money making proposl-
tion, The 860 to 1,100 n-nmnl feoders
have advanced during the past week,
but the 810 to %00 pound offerings have
heen overlooked and neglected, To a
man up & tree, It Jooks lHke a good
time to get in and take some of the
light weight stuff to rough through
and have on hand as ready for uge next
fall. Yes, next fall is some time off
but unless all glgns fall, the man who
Is fixed to take a flyer on light cattle
and doesn't do it will be sorry when
he trieg to buy In a year from now.
Corn fat cattle continue at the high-
est range of the yeéar and talk about
“seven dollar cattle” is not looked up-
onh as such a far off probabllity as
the uninitiated might suspect. Grass
beaves were well recelved all week if
fat, but the light or medium flesh cat-
tle were slow sale. Range cows were
strong early in the week but heavy re-
ceipts caused prices to settle slightly
towards the close. Dry lot cows and
heifers advanced with fat steers, There
was a $8.30 top to the fat cattle market
on both Wednesday, and Thursday,
Thursday's top having been paid for a
string of 118 western gteers that avers
aged 1,428 pounds,

In the Southern division there were
about 5000 cattle recelved, against
7,600 for the week before. Prices ranged
steady all week on an active market,
with steer values at $2.65 to $3.65, with
no good qualities offered, and cows go-
Ing at $2.10 to $3.00., Veal calves were
not as high as during the previous
week but the best lots realized $5.50
per 100 weight,

Interest in the coming American Roy-
al cattle show and sale, which is to
take place in Kansaas City, October 218t
to 26th, continues to inerease, and Secy.
Chag. R. Thomas declares it_ will be
the bigrest event of the kind that was
ever pulled off In the country,

In spite of the strenwous efforts of
the packers, hog values went to the
highest point of the geason on Wednes-
day, when the top price pald was $7.12%
for some prime heavy hogs, Mixed
and medium welghts gold at $6.70 to
$7.10; lights at $6.20 to $6.95, and de-
sirable pigs ai $6.00 to $8.10, There was
a slight settling of prices on Thursday
but the consensus of opinfon 8 that
values will go still higher,

With cattle and hog quotations at
the exceptional heights to which they
have attained it seems inconsistent to
report a declining mutton market but
the range marketing has begun In
earnest and puts packers in a some-
what dictatorial position. They want
mutton but succeed in securing it at
the lowest range of the year., Receipts
were the heaviest of the season duar-
Ing the past week, Sheep were held
over from day to day early in the
week but the close of the week's busi-
ness finds the yards practically clear,
The best grades of sheep and lambs de-
c¢lined 10 to 20 cents, eholce lamhs have
ing sold at $3.75 to $4.25 on Thursday,
and prime Utah wethers at $5.10 to
$3.30, Country buyers had a w.‘..| ..,,.
portunity to fill orders and ¢ led
themselves uf it at prices ranzh'u ’l m
$2.50 to 2250 for wethers and $£3.00 .0
3.25 for I;nnl-« Ewes closed at $2.40
to $2.75 for killers, and £2.90 to $2.50 for
stockers, The packing demand contine
neg and the market 1s in good condi-
tion, but there s little encouragement
for higher prices untll the fall rush
shall cease
