The a n session of the Republl-
can city conventlon was called to order
wt 3:10 p. m. by temporary chalrman
Sidney Stevens, The report of the comi-

mittee on credentlals was the first re-
port recelved statheg that the con-
vention consists of 204 delegates,

The committee chosen at the morn-
Ing session presented and the convention
unanimously adopted resolutions re-
gpecting the assassination of our late
President Willilam McKinley, and sym-

thizing with the bereaved widow.
’l)'}‘m resolutions concluded as follows:

“Resolved, that our love and fervent
respect {8 extended to the stricken wife
bowed in the shadow of her comfortiess
gorrow, nor will we cease to deplore the
death of her great husband, who was
all the world to her, a friend even to
those who ’truck him down, and who
was a chief and mighty factor in the
progperity of his country,

REPUBLICAN PLATFORM.

The committee on platform presented
the following, which was adopted:

Mr, Glasmann wag escorted to the
convention hall, and In a brief address,
thanked the delegates for thelr confl-
dence.

The chalr announced that the nomina-
tiong were closed and the convention
proceeded to ballot, with the follawving

Judge A, B, Patton arogse and moved
that the noflination of Albert Howell be
made unanimous, and Jumes N, Kim.
ball geconded the motlon, Mr, Howell
wag called for and made a ghort gpeech,

JOHN E, BAGLEY FOR ATTORNEY,

The mominations for city attorney
were next in order, John A, Dix placed
in_nomination Edmund T, Hulanlgki,

The name of John E, Bagley was
placed In nomination by John D. Mur-

phy.

C!n the first ballot 118 votes were giv-
en to Mr, Bagley, 76 to Mr, Hulaniskl,
and on motion of the latter the nomina-
tion was made unanimous for Mr, Bag-
ley, who made a short speech of ace
ceptance,

WM. J. ORITCHLOW FOR RE-
CORDER.

The naming of a candidate for city
recorder was next proceeded with,

F, J. Hendershot nominated Wm, J,
Critichlow for the position,

The name of John V., Bluth was plac-
ed before the convention for the posi-
tll;m of city recorder by John D, Mur-
phy.

On proceeding to ballot John V. Bluth
received 64 voles, and Wm, J, Critchlow,
123, This nomination was also made
unanimous on motlon of Mr, Bluth,

MRS, WM, A. BROWN FOR CITY
AUDITOR.

John E. Bagley nominated Mrs. Ellen
Shepherd for the position of elly au-
ditor,

Hon. Abbott R, Heywood presented
the name of Mrs. Wm. A. Brown,
widow of the late Captain Brown, who
was shot by Abe Majors, and asked
the convention to name her as their
candidate for auditor, Her name was
recelved with great applause, Mrs,
Brown recelved 123 votes, and 60 were
given Mrs, Shepherd. Upon the latter's
motlon Mrs, Brown's nomination was
made unanimous,

Dr. A. 8 Condoen, placed in nomina-
tion the name of Robert Moyes, for city
treasurer. The rules were suspended
and he was nomhrmed by acclamation
to succeed himself,

Hon. George M. Hansgon announced
to the convention the sad news of the
death of President Lorenzo Snow,
which was recelved with great sorrow,
and Chatrman Heywood culled the con-
vention to I8 feet while resolutions of
