sengers,  Migs Stone's release 18 again
represented as being imminent,

THINKS MISS STONE [8 DEAD.

New York, Nov, 4,~The positive con-
victlon that Miss Helen H. Stonels dead
is contained in a letter whish has jusi
peen received in Boston from Ivan
Raduloff, & student who was with the
American ilgsionary when she was
captured by brigands in Turkey, to-
gether with Mme, Tsllka, says the Bos-
ton correspondent of the Press.  Ac-
cording to this letter the snow In the
mountaing into which Miss Stone and
her companion were taken by their
captors was  three feet deep three
weeks ago at the time the lelter was
wrl‘ten. Even In the summer time
the snow upon the highest sumnmits of
these mountalns does not melt. The
first snowfall usually comes at about
the middle of Septemrber, and by the
middle of October, the mountain pasges
are absolutely clored to travel,

It was the conviction among  Miss
Btone's friends in Samakov, Bulgaria,
three weeks ago, that she could not
posatbly have survived the rigors of
her captivity untll that date, There
was & hope that Migs Stone might have
been concealed by her cantorg In the
monastery of St. Ivin of Ella, which 18
near the Bulgarian-Turkish frontier
and on the Bulgerian side of it.  So
great was the anxiety of the Bulgar-
fan government to do every thing in
its power to assist the United States’
representatives in thelr effort to find
the migelonary that they adopted the
exceedingly unpopular method of
searching the monastery. Thisg search
disclosed the fact that Miss Stone had
not been there, The discovery was
digappointing to Miss Stone's friends
in Samakov., According to the letter
of Tvan Raduloff, Consul Gen, Dickin-
son hag retarded the release of Miss
Stone serlously, It is sald that Mr,
Dickinson, by his eritictsm of the Bul-
garlan  government has antagonized
the government,

It 1s understood In Samakov that the
brigands who were In immediate
charge of the captive were under posi-
tive Instructfons to take her life at the
first Indlcation of the possibllity of a
skirmish with the troops.

HITCH IN NEGOTIATIONS,

New York, Nov, 4.—The hitch in the
negotiations for Miss Stone's release
arlses from two causes: First, the
herce antagonism between United
States Diplomatic Agent Dickinson
und  Russian Minister Bakhmeteff;
Second, the missionary and diplomatic
diginclination to uccede to the brigands’
terms, though moderated, says the
Bamakov correspondent of the Journal
and Advertiser, The relations betweern
M. Bakhmeteff and Mr. Dickinson are
stralned to the breaking point. The
former, being friendly to Bulgaria,
aoes not want his agent to finish the
Inal transaction on Bulgarian soil. Mr,
derth, a Macedonian student at the
American institute at Samakov, one
of the agents sent to negotiate with
the brigands, has returned from Ras-
‘0. He reports that the brigands con-
sider Mr. Dickinson's money offer as
too small. They say that they don't
want 1o agree to terms that would
disgrace them with their brethren,

Discussing the amount of ransom
Missionary Baird, purser of the Sama-
kov Institute, says: ‘If the brigands
get a quarter of what they still ask,
bands will spring up like mushrooms,
Samakov itself will furnish many and
Bulgaria will be ruined. The brigands
began negotlations with us by asking
twice Mias Stone's weight in gold. Even
a fourth of this sum is preposterous, If
the Bulgarians had efther trackers o1
bleodhounds, Miss Stone would not be
spending her sixty-first day with the
hrigands,”

It Ie understood to be the intention
of the war office (o send five thousand
more mounted men out to South Africa
during the next slx weeks. There are
only about 7,000 mounted rmen at home,
80 that the military authorities are
faced with the problem of training sol-
diers minus the necessary accompani-
ment of & cavalry arm.

New York, Nov, 4.—According to the
Herald's  Parls  correspondent  the
French crulser Admiral Charner, which
had been waiting instructions at Port
Hald since Thursday has left, ostensibly
for Toulon, but it is thought possible
she has really gone to join Admiral
Caillard's squadron,

Proposed Atlantic Turbine Service

New York, Nov. 4.--The London
Times and the New York Times pub-
ligh additional telegrams from Cork re-
garding the proposed Atlantic turbine
gervice, It 18 stated that the syndi-
eate back of the scheme proposes to
meet the war office and admiralty ob-
jections by making raillway extensions
to Berehaven from both Bantry and
Kenmare,

The effect of the scheme would be
that Cork’s harbor (Queenstown),
would cease to be a port of call for
transatlantic liners. Strong opposition
to the line is expected,

Calls York's Tour a Fallure.

Geo, D. Barney of Brooklyn several
days ago, Dr, Barney will permit the
gigns to become more pronounced and
will then kill the cow and hold an
autopsy, Dr. Barney Is now certain
that he has disproved Dr. Koch's theo-
ry that human tuberculosis and bovine
tuberculosis are not intercommunicable,

The cow wag inoculated by Dr. Bar-
ney about ten days ago. On Saturday
last it began to show a fever, and now
all the known signs of tuberculosgis are
apparent in the beast, Dr., Barney
sald last night that he had no doubt
that the autopsy to be performed
would prove beyond doubt the fallacy
of Dr. Koch's theory,

RUSSIA AND ENGLAND.

It Will be Sometime Before There
is a Better Understanding.

New York, Nov. 4~The S8t, Peters-
burg correspondent of the London

Times and New York Times says that
much as Russian statesmen would llke
to see friendlier orelations with Great
Britain some time must elapse before
mutual suspicions are sufficiently
abated to allow a frank understanding.
Rusggians complain  of the “perverse
pleasure’” of Great Britain in thwart.
fng their plans and they resent the
manner In which the British govern.
ment scems alwaye on the lookout for
a continental sword to use against
them,

The first steps toward better rela
tlong, adds the correspondent, would be
to restore a belief in the consistency ot
Aritish forelgn policy and to abandon
the traditional dog-in-the-manger pol-
¢y toward Russia.

BOER ATTACK
ON BENSON'S MEN

It Was Exceedingly Fierce and
Determined,

THEY LOST THREE HUNDRED

First Onslanght Was fn a2 Blinding
Rainstorm ~A Protest Against
Official Optmismn

Pretoria, Nov, 3.~Further detalls
have been received regarding the at-
tack by the Boers under Commandant-
Gen. Botha last week on Col. Benson's
command near Brakenlaagte, castern
Transvaul,

It appears that Gen. Botha, who had
been joined by another big commando
aggregating a thousand men, attacked
Col. Benson's rear guard October 30
on the march and captured two guns,
but was unable to Keep them. Col
Bengon fell mortally wounded early in
the fight,

Maj. Wools-Sampson took command,
collected the convoy and took up a po=
sition for defense about 100 yards from
entrenchments prepared by the Boers,
The captured guns were so slituated
that nelther side could touch them,

The Boers made desperate efforts to

overwhelm the whole British foree,
charging repeatedly right up to the
British lines and belng driven back

each time with heavy loss, The de-
fense was stubbornly and successfully
maintained through the whole of the
following day and the next night, until
Col. Barter, who had marched all nigit
from Bushman's Kopje, brought relief
on the morning of November 1. The
Boers then retired. Thelr losses are
estimated at between 300 and 400

Col. Benson did not long survive,
Not only did Gen. Botha direct the at-
tack, as already cabled, but he per-
sonally shared in the fighting.

DISASTER TO THE BRITISH.

London, Nov. 8.—A special dispatch
from South Africa reveals practically
nothing further about the disaster to
Col, Benson's column, It appears that
the first attack was made in a blinding
raingtorm. The heaviest casualties
oceurred while Maj. Wools-Sampson,
who is a Johannesburg reformer and
an officer in one of the colonial levies,
was gathering the eonvoy under the
hrow of a hill, a most difficult task. It
Is assumed in London that the two fif-
teen-pounders remained in the posses-
#fon of the British,  but the telegrams
are not clear on this point,

Edgar Wallace, correspondent of the
Daily Mall, writing from Pretoria, Oc-
tober 12, again  protests  against
official optimism, and declares that the
war will not be ended for another year,
He urges the Immediate dispatch of
large reinforcements of both men and

“Rule, Britannia,”

Dispatches from Warsaw say the
newspapers there assert that a contract
has been entered into for the supply
of 20,000 horses for the British cavalry
in South Africa,

Queen Alexandra, following the ex-
ample of the late Queen Victoria, Is
sending Christmas gifts to the troops
in 8outh Africa. For this purpose she
has ordered thousands of briar pipes,
each silver-mounted and bearing the
stamp of the crown and her majesty's
monogram,

Archhishop, Corrigan on Soclalism.

New York, Nov. 4=Archbishop Cor-
rigan in 8t Patrick’s cathedral Sun-
day, preached on soclalism, If social-
jsm prevafled, he said, the world would
be In utter confusion and the liberty
and rights of man reversed. Its whol
basie, he declared, {s a denlal of the
right of private ownership.

“According to the soclalists,” the
archbishop said, “‘the entire state is to
be a beehive In thig beehive there
g to be no room for drones.  All must
work and all must faje alike, You
must suppose that those who were for-
merly lagy, and shiftlege and Irrespon-
gible, have suddenly, by some magic,
transferred themselves into ldeal, in-
dustrious workers: all thig, T say, you
must suppose If you are going to em-
brace soclalism.”

SUGAR EXPORTS,

Reappearance of Cuba as a Com-
petitor fn the US. Alarims Germany.

Washington, Noy, 8.~"The obvious
and sustained friendliness of the Unit.
ed States government to Cuba, the im-
pending increase of sugar production
in Porto Rico, Hawall and the Philip-
pines, added to the steady and rapld
development of the beet sugar industry
throughout a large area of the Unlted
States, all point to an Inevitable and
definite decline In European sugar ex-
portg to thig country.”

This statement appearg in aninterest.
ing report from Consul-Gen, Mason at
Berlin to the state department, dated
October 14, showing the damage which
the sugar production of Cuba, in parti.
cular, ig dealing to the sugar exporters
of Burope

It 18 generally recognized, says Mr,
Mason, that the beet sugar industry of
central Europe {8 approaching a critical
juncture, Germany, Augtro-Hun-
gary, France and Russia, it 18 stated,
are now gathering a beet crop which
will yield an output far exceeding in
quantity that of any previous year,
Unfortunately for Germany, this over-
whelming production comes at a time
when industrial depression and a short
wheat and rye crop have seriously re-
duced the purchasing capaclty of the
poorer classes, A high commercial
authority, says Mr. Mason, estimates
the decline in sugar consumption in
Germany during the fiscal year at 75,-
000 tons,

“To complete and sti!l further darken
the shadow,"” says the consul-general,
“Cuba has reappeared as g vigorous
and threatening competitor in the
United States, which, during past years
has taken an average of 283,000 metric
tons of German sugar, vaiued at $12,-
614,000 per annum.”

These conditions, it {8 stated, have
gert the price of sugar down to the
lowest point reached during the eritical
yvear 1504-95,

Great interest has been awakened in
Germany by the recent visit to Wash-
Ington of Gov.Gen, Waod of Cuba, *and
the conviction {s growing that, not-
withstanding all doubts and suspleions
Cuba I# really about to begin the career
of an dndependent state, under the gen-
erous and sympathetic protection of the
United States, and under conditions
which wil] favor the development of
the sugar industry of the island to a
point bevond the highest productive-
ness of formery years,"
