prietors,  Naturally, this makes the
digposal of the water regources of the
West a matter of vital importance, not
mly to the persons directly interested,
but to the country at large

SURJECT FOR LEGISLATION,

expresseg  the bellef
that irvfgation will in the near future
become a subjeet for legislation by
Congress, there bheing Important pea-
song Why It should have the attention
of that body. At the same time he
gays that those best informed believe
that the uncertaln character of watey
rights can only be remedied by & larger
measure of publie control and the mak-
ing of certain classes of frrigation
gtructures  permanently public works,
These, It s urged, should not he owned
by private parties, and the argument
produced in favor of congtructing res-
ervoirs by act of Congress Is the same
which justifies setting aside foreet re-
serves and the maintaindng of a fund
to control them, On the other hand,
the secretary points out that an appro.
priation of money by Congress to con-
struct such Irrigation works will
bring the country face to face with a
new government poliey and will carry
4 larger measure of publie contral over
the water resources of the West than
hag hitherto pervailed or heen sanc-
tioned by public gentiment,

He reviews the influence of the land
lnws on irrigation development, stating
that lJaws which control the disposal of
§00,000.000 acres of arid public lands
must have a vital influence upon the
success of frrigated agriculture. He
condemns the desert land act, stating
that 640 acres is more than a man of
moderate means can cultivate under
frefgation, Cutting down the entries
from 640 to 820 acres {g an Improvement,
but he believes in the entire repeal of
the desert land act and in requiring
settlers or homesteaders to cultivate
ag woll ag live upon their land,

Referring to the grazing lands, he
says probably 400,000,000 acres of the
public domain has no agricuitural val.
ue except for pasturage, It s at pres-
ent an open propogition with no laws
for United States protection or disposal,
He refers to the frequent conflicts ot
the farmers under {rrigation with the
range stockmen, and recommends ag o
remedy and a beneficlal measure the
leasing of the grazing land In such a
way ag not o interfere with the home-
gteader. The resnlt he believes would
amount of the ageregate to a large
sum, which couid be approriately ap-
plied to the reclamation of the irrigable
lande, He pointg out that such leasing
Is not an experiment, a8 It bhas beew
tried, although in a lmited way, |n
Colorado, Idaho, Montana, Nebraskie
Utah and Wyoming. He winds up the
discussion of the subject by present-
ing the followlng conelugfons:

ture lands.
