Qouth Bend,, Noy, 27-Hon Clem
ftudebaker died at 11 o'elock today.

FHon, Clem Studebaker Was born In
Adams  county, Pa March 21, 1831
When he wis four yeurs ald the family
moved to Wayne, now Ashland county,
Ohlo, In Wagons. Hig father, John
Studebaker, followed the trade of blacks«
amithfng and wagon-making, In 18560
Clem Studebaker went to #outh Hend,
where he taught school during the win.
ter of 1860 and '61 In the spring of
1551 he found employment in the
blacksmith department of & company
misnufnoturing threshing machines, re
colving hig board and fifty cents a day,
When he  arvived at South Bend he
had only $2, but by careful saving he
wag ahle in February, 1862, to start in
the hlacksmith business with an elder
brother named Henry, Later they re.
celved a government contract for 100
wagons which wag executed to the en.
tire satlgfaction of the government,
This gave them a start and from that
time the firm grew to its pregent large
proportiong.  In 1888 the compary was
incorporated ag the Studcbaker Broth-
erg Manufacturing comnany with Clem
Studebaker as vresident, He was for
many years 8 member of the New York
Book Concern of the Mathodlgt Hpls-
copal church, He wag twice a delégate
to  the general conferences of the
chureh: twice delegate to the Natlonal
Republican convention; Unfted States
commissioner for Indiana to the Parls
exposition of 1878, alen to the New Or-
leans exposition; was persident of the
Indiana board of worlds falr managers,
a member of the Carrdage Builders Na-
